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PASTOR’S COLUMN La Columna del Pastor

Dear Parishioners and Friends:

This weekend, the Church around the world celebrates
World Mission Sunday—a day set aside for Catholics
everywhere to recommit themselves to the Church’s
missionary mandate: “Go and make disciples of all
nations.”(Matthew 28:19)

World Mission Sunday was established in 1926 by
Pope Pius XI as a means of reminding the faithful that
the work of evangelization is not the task of a few, but
the calling of all the baptized. From the very beginning,
the purpose of this day has been twofold: to pray for the
missions and to support the Church’s missionary efforts
financially. The collection taken up on this day is unique
in the sense that it is truly universal—every parish
around the world contributes, and every parish around
the world benefits. These offerings assist mission
dioceses in Africa, Asia, the Pacific Islands, and parts
of Latin America—places where the Church is young,
growing, and often struggling with limited resources.
But World Mission Sunday is about more than a special
collection. Itis a reminder of our identity as members of
a missionary Church. From the first disciples who left
the Upper Room filled with the Holy Spirit, to the men
and women who carry the Gospel into remote corners
of the world today, the Church has always been
missionary by her very nature. To be Catholic is to be
sent—to bring the love and truth of Christ to others, in
word and in deed.

Pope Francis use to remind us that mission is not
merely about traveling to distant lands, but about living
with a missionary heart wherever we are. In our homes,
workplaces, and neighborhoods, we can all be
witnesses of the Gospel. We do this when we reach out
to someone who is lonely, when we speak words of
compassion and forgiveness, when we serve the poor,
or when we share the reason for our hope in Christ.
Every act of love becomes missionary when it points
others toward God.

This year’s theme for World Mission Sunday —“Hearts
on Fire, Feet on the Move” —invites us to rekindle the
flame of faith that burns within us and to carry it outward
in joyful service. It challenges us to move beyond
comfort and routine, to see the world not as a collection
of strangers, but as a family united in God’s love.

As we celebrate this special day, let us pray for all
missionaries—priests, religious, and lay people—who
serve in difficult and dangerous places, often far from
their homes and families. Let us also remember the
many communities that depend on our prayers and
support to sustain their faith and their future.

Hopefully this World Mission Sunday will renew in each
of us the conviction that the mission of the Church is
our mission. Hopefully this day will goad us open our
hearts, our prayers, and our resources so that Christ’s

message of mercy and salvation may continue to reach
the ends of the earth.

In the meantime, we pray that the cease fire in the
Mideast will be long lasting. We pray for end to the
senseless killing, and a willingness on the parts of all to
dialogue. We pray still for the people of Ukraine,
Sudan and all areas of the world experiencing conflict.
Our prayers for peace have never been more urgent.

Queridos feligreses y amigos de Ascension:

Este fin de semana, la Iglesia mundial celebra el
Domingo Mundial de las Misiones, un dia dedicado a
que los catdlicos de todo el mundo renueven su
compromiso con el mandato misionero de la Iglesia:
«Vayan y hagan discipulos a todas las naciones»
(Mateo 28:19).

El Domingo Mundial de las Misiones fue establecido en
1926 por el Papa Pio Xl para recordar a los fieles que
la obra de evangelizacion no es tarea de unos pocos,
sino la vocacién de todos los bautizados. Desde sus
inicios, el propdsito de este dia ha sido doble: orar por
las misiones y apoyar economicamente los esfuerzos
misioneros de la Iglesia. La colecta que se realiza en
este dia es Unica, pues es verdaderamente universal:
cada parroquia del mundo contribuye y cada parroquia
del mundo se beneficia. Estas ofrendas ayudan a las
diécesis misioneras de Africa, Asia, las Islas del
Pacifico y partes de América Latina, lugares donde la
Iglesia es joven, esta en crecimiento y, a menudo,
enfrenta dificultades con recursos limitados.

Pero el Domingo Mundial de las Misiones es mas que
una colecta especial. Es un recordatorio de nuestra
identidad como miembros de una Iglesia misionera.
Desde los primeros discipulos que salieron del
Cenaculo llenos del Espiritu Santo, hasta los hombres
y mujeres que hoy llevan el Evangelio a los rincones
mas remotos del mundo, la Iglesia siempre ha sido
misionera por naturaleza. Ser catolico es ser enviado:
llevar el amor y la verdad de Cristo a los demas, con
palabras y obras.

El Papa Francisco solia recordarnos que la mision no
se trata solo de viajar a tierras lejanas, sino de vivir con
un corazon misionero dondequiera que estemos. En
nuestros hogares, lugares de trabajo y vecindarios,
todos podemos ser testigos del Evangelio. Lo hacemos
cuando nos acercamos a alguien que se siente solo,
cuando expresamos compasion y perdon, cuando
servimos a los pobres o cuando compartimos la razén
de nuestra esperanza en Cristo. Todo acto de amor se
vuelve misionero cuando guia a otros hacia Dios. El
tema de este afio para el Domingo Mundial de las
Misiones —“Corazones en Illamas, pies en
movimiento”— nos invita a reavivar la llama de la fe que
arde en nuestro interior y a llevarla al exterior con
alegria. Nos desafia a ir mas alla de la comodidad y la



rutina, a ver el mundo no como un conjunto de
desconocidos, sino como una familia unida en el amor
de Dios.

Al celebrar este dia especial, oremos por todos los
misioneros —sacerdotes, religiosos y laicos— que
sirven en lugares dificiles y peligrosos, a menudo lejos
de sus hogares y familias. Recordemos también a las
numerosas comunidades que dependen de nuestras
oraciones y apoyo para sostener su fe y su futuro.
Ojala que este Domingo Mundial de las Misiones
renueve en cada uno de nosotros la conviccion de que
la mision de la Iglesia es nuestra mision. Ojala que este
dia nos impulse a abrir nuestros corazones, nuestras
oraciones y nuestros recursos para que el mensaje de
misericordia y salvacion de Cristo siga llegando hasta
los confines de la tierra.

Mientras tanto, oramos para que el alto el fuego en
Oriente Medio sea duradero. Oramos por el fin de esta
matanza sin sentido y por la disposicion de todos al
dialogo. Seguimos orando por los pueblos de Ucrania,
Sudan y todas las zonas del mundo en conflicto.
Nuestras oraciones por la paz nunca han sido mas
urgentes.
