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PASTOR’S COLUMN La Columna del Pastor

Dear Parishioners and Friends:

This Sunday we celebrate the Feast of Christ the King,
the final Sunday of our liturgical year. The feast is
relatively recent in the life of the Church. Pope Pius XI
instituted it in 1925, a time marked by rising
nationalism, political extremism, and growing hostility
toward faith. In the face of those forces, the Pope
wanted to remind the Church—and the world—that no
earthly ideology, government, or leader is absolute.
Only Christ is King. His kingdom is not one of
domination or fear, but of truth, justice, mercy, and
peace. It is a kingdom that heals rather than harms,
reconciles rather than divides, and invites rather than
coerces.

Nearly a century later, the feast remains just as
relevant. We continue to live in an age marked by
anxiety, polarization, and confusion about where to
place our trust. As Christians, this solemnity teaches us
that our hope is ultimately not in political victories,
economic forecasts, or cultural trends. Our hope is in
Christ, who reigns from the Cross and whose power is
revealed in self-giving love. Entering His kingdom
means allowing His way of mercy to shape the way we
speak, act, and respond to one another—especially the
most vulnerable. As we prepare to enter Advent next
week, Christ the King reminds us whose coming we
await: not a distant ruler, but a shepherd-king who
walks with His people.

This week we also celebrate Thanksgiving. While we
often associate Thanksgiving with family gatherings
and favorite foods, and a Thanksgiving meal, the
holiday’s roots extend back to the early 17th century,
when Pilgrims and the Wampanoag people shared a
harvest meal in gratitude for survival through a difficult
winter. Centuries later, in the midst of the Civil War,
President Abraham Lincoln proclaimed a national day
of thanksgiving to cultivate unity and humility in a
fractured nation. At its heart, Thanksgiving has always
been about remembering that everything we have—our
lives, our loved ones, our freedoms, and our daily
bread—is ultimately a gift.

As a parish, we will gather for a 10:00 AM bilingual
Mass on Thanksgiving Day, giving thanks as one
community for the many blessings God has poured out
upon us individually and collectively. Each year this
Mass is a profound reminder that gratitude is not just a
feeling but a way of life. To give thanks is to notice, to
remember, and to respond.

One of the concrete ways our parish responds is by
caring for those most in need. Here at Ascension,
Thanksgiving has long been a day when our community
comes together to replenish our parish food pantry. At
a time when food insecurity continues to rise, our pantry
now serves more than 500 families every month. This
is a staggering number, but it is also a testament to the

generosity and compassion of this parish, which has
refused to look away from the needs of our neighbors,
and those most in need.

| invite everyone who is able to bring canned goods and
other non-perishable items to the Thanksgiving Day
Mass. Your donations directly support families who rely
on our pantry to put food on their tables. In doing so, we
live out the very values we celebrate today on the Feast
of Christ the King—service, solidarity, and the
recognition that all of us belong to one kingdom under
the care of one Shepherd.

As the end of this liturgical year rapidly approaches, we
continue to pray for victims of war and violence. We
pray for those who are now being dehumanized and we
pray that Jesus’ farewell gift of peace may become a
reality. May Christ our King guide us, strengthen us,
and make us instruments of His peace.

Queridos feligreses y amigos de Ascension:

Este domingo celebramos la Fiesta de Cristo Rey, el
ultimo domingo de nuestro afio liturgico. La fiesta es
relativamente reciente en la vida de la Iglesia. El Papa
Pio Xl la instituyé en 1925, una época marcada por el
auge del nacionalismo, el extremismo politico y una
creciente hostilidad hacia la fe. Ante estas fuerzas, el
Papa quiso recordar a la Iglesia —y al mundo— que
ninguna ideologia, gobierno o lider terrenal es
absoluto. Solo Cristo es Rey. Su reino no es de
dominacion ni de temor, sino de verdad, justicia,
misericordia y paz. Es un reino que sana en lugar de
danar, reconcilia en lugar de dividir e invita en lugar de
coaccionar.

Casi un siglo después, la fiesta sigue siendo igual de
relevante. Continuamos viviendo en una época
marcada por la ansiedad, la polarizacion y la confusion
sobre donde depositar nuestra confianza. Como
cristianos, esta solemnidad nos ensena que nuestra
esperanza, en ultima instancia, no reside en victorias
politicas, pronosticos econémicos ni tendencias
culturales. Nuestra esperanza esta en Cristo, quien
reina desde la Cruz y cuyo poder se revela en el amor
abnegado. Entrar en su reino significa permitir que su
misericordia guie nuestra forma de hablar, actuar y
relacionarnos con los demas, especialmente con los
mas vulnerables. Al prepararnos para el Adviento la
proxima semana, Cristo Rey nos recuerda de quién
esperamos su venida: no de un gobernante distante,
sino de un rey pastor que camina con su pueblo.

Esta semana también celebramos el Dia de Accién de
Gracias. Si bien solemos asociar esta festividad con
reuniones familiares, comidas favoritas y una cena
tradicional, sus raices se remontan a principios del
siglo XVII, cuando los peregrinos y el pueblo
Wampanoag compartieron una comida de la cosecha
en agradecimiento por haber sobrevivido a un duro
invierno. Siglos después, en plena Guerra Civil, el



presidente Abraham Lincoln proclamé un dia nacional
de accion de gracias para cultivar la unidad y la
humildad en una nacion dividida. En esencia, el Dia de
Accién de Gracias siempre ha consistido en recordar
que todo lo que tenemos —nuestras vidas, nuestros
seres queridos, nuestras libertades y nuestro pan de
cada dia— es, en ultima instancia, un regalo. Como
parroquia, nos reuniremos para la Misa bilinglie de las
10:00 a. m. el Dia de Accion de Gracias, dando gracias
como comunidad por las muchas bendiciones que Dios
nos ha concedido individual y colectivamente. Cada
ano, esta Misa nos recuerda profundamente que la
gratitud no es solo un sentimiento, sino una forma de
vida. Dar gracias es reconocer, recordar y responder.
Una de las maneras concretas en que nuestra
parroquia responde es cuidando a los mas
necesitados. Aqui en la Ascension, el Dia de Accion de
Gracias ha sido durante mucho tiempo un dia en que
nuestra comunidad se une para reabastecer nuestra
despensa parroquial de alimentos. En un momento en
que la inseguridad alimentaria sigue en aumento,
nuestra despensa ahora sirve a mas de 500 familias
cada mes. Esta es una cifra impresionante, pero
también es un testimonio de la generosidad y la
compasion de esta parroquia, que se ha negado a
ignorar las necesidades de nuestros vecinos y de los
mas necesitados.

Invito a todos los que puedan a traer alimentos
enlatados y otros articulos no perecederos a la Misa del
Dia de Accion de Gracias. Sus donaciones apoyan
directamente a las familias que dependen de nuestra
despensa para alimentar a sus familias. Al hacerlo,
vivimos los valores que celebramos hoy en la Fiesta de
Cristo Rey: el servicio, la solidaridad y el
reconocimiento de que todos pertenecemos a un solo
reino bajo el cuidado de un solo Pastor.

A medida que se acerca el final de este ano liturgico,
seguimos orando por las victimas de la guerra y la
violencia. ~ Oramos por quienes sufren la
deshumanizacion y para que el regalo de paz de Jesus
se haga realidad. Que Cristo nuestro Rey nos guie, nos
fortalezca y nos haga instrumentos de su paz.
