(Readings: Acts 5:12-16 — Revelation 1:9-19 — John 20:19-31 )

Telling the Story — “Write down what you have seen, and what is happening, and what will happen
afterwards.” Jesus says this to John in the first chapter of Revelation and, quite naturally, we assume it refers
to the prophetic visions that will be described in the ensuing chapters. But there are three parts to the
assignment, the first of which is “what you have seen.” May this not refer to John’s Gospel and Letters? The
opening of 1 John insists on this: “What we have seen and heard we proclaim now to you, so that you too
may have fellowship with us; for our fellowship is with the Father and with his Son, Jesus Christ.” On
September 20, 1846, a Sunday evening, Baptiste Pra, Mélanie’s employer, invited Pierre Selme (whose sick
shepherd Maximin had replaced for just six days), and Jean Moussier (another man of the same hamlet, Les
Ablandens) to come to his house. They asked Mélanie to tell them again what the Beautiful Lady had said to
her and Maximin on the mountainside the day before. More importantly, they wrote it down! They were not
well educated, but they were able to translate into French the parts spoken in the local dialect. It was not
quickly done. Why did they do this? The only reasonable explanation is that they felt it was important to do
so. They gave their document a curious title: “Letter Dictated by the Blessed Virgin to Two Children on the
Mountain of La Salette-Fallavaux.” This shows they understood that this was to be passed on to others. We
mean exactly the same when we speak of the message of La Salette. But let us look at our Gospel. While we
may not think that one passage is more important than another, Thomas’s story—absence, refusal to believe,
ultimatum, profession of faith—is well worth telling. It is also a message. And lest we miss that point, John
adds: “Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples that are not written in this book. But these
are written that you may come to believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that through this belief
you may have life in his name.” The La Salette story serves exactly the same purpose.

Hechos 5:12-16; Apocalipsis 1:9-19; Juan 20:19-31 /]

“Escribe lo que has visto, lo que sucede ahora y lo que sucederd en el
futuro”. Es lo que Jesus le dice a Juan en el primer capitulo del Apoca-
lipsis y, con bastante naturalidad, nosotros asumimos que se refiere a
las visiones proféticas que seran descritas en los capitulos siguientes.
Pero hay tres partes en este encargo, de las cuales la primera es “lo
gue has visto”. ¢ Pudiera esto referirse al Evangelio de Juany a las
Cartas?

El prélogo de 1 de Juan insiste en esto: “Lo que hemos visto y oido, se lo anunciamos también a ustedes, pa-
ra gue vivan en comunion con nosotros. Y nuestra comunion es con el Padre y con su Hijo Jesucristo.”

El 20 de septiembre de 1846, una tarde de domingo. Baptista Pra, el patron de Melania, invité a Pedro Sel-
me (cuyo pastor estaba enfermo y a quien Maximino habia reemplazado por sélo seis dias), y a Jean Mous-
sier (otro hombre de la misma aldea, Les Ablandens) para venir a su casa. Ellos le pidieron a Melania contar-
les de nuevo lo que la Bella Sefiora les habia dicho a ella y a Maximino en la ladera de la montafia el dia an-
terior. jPero mas importante aun fue que lo escribieron!

No eran personas muy instruidas, pero fueron capaces de traducir al francés las partes dichas en el dialecto
local. Les llevd un buen tiempo escribirlo todo. ¢ Por qué lo hicieron? La Unica explicacidon razonable es que
sintieron que era importante hacerlo.

Le dieron a su documento un curioso titulo: “Carta dictada por la Santisima Virgen a dos nifos en la Monta-
fa de La Salette-Fallavaux”. Esto demuestra su entendimiento de que debian hacerlo conocer a otras perso-
nas. Queremos decir exactamente lo mismo cuando hablamos del mensaje de La Salette

Pero miremos a nuestro Evangelio. Ya que ninguln pasaje es mas importante que otro. El relato de Tomas —
Su ausencia, su rechazo a creer, su ultimatum, su profesion de fe — merece la pena contarse.

También es un mensaje. Y para que no pasemos por alto ese punto, Juan afiade: “Jesus realizé ademas mu-
chos otros signos en presencia de sus discipulos, que no se encuentran relatados en este Libro. Estos han
sido escritos para que ustedes crean que Jesus es el Mesias, el Hijo de Dios, y creyendo, tengan Vida en su
Nombre”.

El relato de La Salette tiene exactamente el mismo propdsito.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

La Iglesia catolica es universal, extendida en diversas naciones y culturas. A través de los siglos estas cul-
turas han enriquecido la Tradicion de la Iglesia con muchas tradiciones y devociones que van mas alla de su
cultura de origen. La fiesta de la Divina Misericordia es un buen ejemplo. Viene de una devocidon que nacié en
Polonia con la Hermana santa Faustina Kowalska (1905-1938) canonizada en el 2000. : :

La devocion a la Divina Misericordia se celebra el Segundo Domingo de Pascua y
durante todo el afio orando la Coronilla de la Divina Misericordia. En Latinoamérica se
ha ido extendiendo esta devocion desde 1978 cuando fue aprobada por el Papa Paulo VI.
En todas partes se puede encontrar la imagen de la Divina Misericordia, Jests de pie con
rayos rojos y blanco-azules que brillan desde su corazén hacia el mundo. Lleva el lema:
Jesus, confio en ti.

La finalidad de esta devocion es recordar al pecador que la misericordia de Dios es
infinita e inagotable.
