FROM THE ADVENT JOY

PASTOR

~  Today we begin again—a new liturgical year filled with promise, hope, and the beautiful rhythm
of God’s saving work. Advent always opens with the poetry of Isaiah and the songs of longing that invite us to
lift our eyes and hearts to the Lord. From this season of expectation, our year will unfold: toward Christmas
and the joy of God made flesh; into the public life of Jesus; onward through Lent, Holy Week, the glory of
Easter, and the powerful descent of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost. Then, in due time, the cycle brings us back to
Advent once again.

This rhythm is not mere repetition—it is a spiritual blessing. The liturgical year provides a framework that
gives depth and meaning to the ordinary pieces of our daily living. It keeps our lives centered on God, grateful,
grounded, and renewed.

We begin Advent not only preparing to celebrate the birth of Jesus in Bethlehem, but also acknowledging that
we await His second coming in glory. Advent is a season of expectation—of holy longing. It declares that God
has chosen to come among us. Emmanuel, the angel told Mary: “God is with us.” That is the breathtaking
surprise of our faith.

But God does not always appear where we expect Him or when we expect him. Perhaps that is how we
sometimes miss His presence. Advent invites us to stay awake, to search for God in unlikely places. Look for
Him in the doorways where the homeless rest, in the weary eyes of refugees seeking safety, in the wrinkled
faces of senior citizens who have borne much in faith. Grace is not only in beautiful churches—it is also in the
streets, the margins, the overlooked corners of daily life.

The readings this weekend echo that challenge:

e The first reading says, Let’s get moving.

e The second says, Wake up.

e The Gospel reminds us, Stay awake—don’t hit the spiritual snooze button.

Jesus knew the danger of spiritual drowsiness. Think of Peter, James, and John asleep in Gethsemane, or the
maidservants whose lamps ran out of oil. Again and again Jesus warns us not to sleep through the things that
matter most.

A recent book about the ancient city of Pompeii offers a striking illustration. When Mount Vesuvius erupted in
79 C.E., many people were buried in ash only steps from safety. Archeologists later found that those who died
closest to the volcano were often carrying heavier loads—bags of coins, household goods, or valuables. Some
had been moving quickly but were slowed by what they refused to leave behind. Those who carried less were
able to travel faster and escape danger. The spiritual lesson is powerful: the less we carry, the less we are in
jeopardy.

Advent is a moment to ask: What in my life is slowing my spiritual progress? Jesus spoke clearly about the
weight of grudges, the burden of anger, and the way material excess can dull our hearts. If we wake up to His
teachings, we may feel called to set down some of the heavy bags we have been carrying—resentments,
clutter, overwork, guilt, or fear—and choose instead the simplicity, forgiveness, and freedom He desires for us.

Here, at the doorway of Advent, Jesus calls us to look honestly at our lives and prepare to meet Him—at
Christmas and at the end of time. May this season awaken in us the hope, watchfulness, longing, and spiritual
clarity that Advent is meant to stir in every believer and in our beloved Blessed Trinity community.

Hoy comenzamos de nuevo: un nuevo afo litargico lleno de promesa, esperanza y el hermoso
ritmo de la obra salvadora de Dios. El Adviento siempre se abre con la poesia de Isaias y los del Pastor
cantos de anhelo que nos invitan a elevar los ojos y el corazon al Sefior. Desde esta temporada de
expectacion, se desplegara nuestro afio: hacia la Navidad y la alegria de Dios hecho carne; hacia la vida
publica de Jesus; a través de la Cuaresma, la Semana Santa, la gloria de la Pascua y el poderoso descenso del
Espiritu Santo en Pentecostés. Luego, a su debido tiempo, el ciclo nos devuelve nuevamente al Adviento.

Este ritmo no es mera repeticion: es una bendicidn espiritual. El afio litirgico proporciona un marco que da
profundidad y significado a las piezas ordinarias de nuestra vida diaria. Mantiene nuestras vidas centradas en
Dios, agradecidas, arraigadas y renovadas.

Comenzamos el Adviento no solo preparando la celebracion del nacimiento de Jesus en Belén, sino también
reconociendo que esperamos su segunda venida en gloria. El Adviento es una temporada de expectacion, de
santo anhelo. Declara que Dios ha elegido venir entre nosotros. Emmanuel, dijo el &ngel a Maria: “Dios esta
con nosotros”. Esa es la sorprendente maravilla de nuestra fe.

Pero Dios no siempre aparece donde lo esperamos ni cuando lo esperamos. Quiza por eso a veces no
percibimos su presencia. El Adviento nos invita a mantenernos despiertos, a buscar a Dios en lugares
inesperados. Buscalo en los umbrales donde descansan los sin techo, en los ojos cansados de los refugiados
que buscan seguridad, en los rostros arrugados de los ancianos que han soportado mucho con fe. La gracia no
esta solo en las iglesias hermosas; también esta en las calles, en los margenes, en los rincones pasados por alto
de la vida cotidiana.

Las lecturas de este fin de semana reflejan ese desafio:

* La primera lectura dice: Pongamonos en camino.

* La segunda dice: Despierta.

* El Evangelio nos recuerda: Mantente despierto—no presiones el boton de repeticion espiritual.

Jesus conocia el peligro del sopor espiritual. Pensemos en Pedro, Santiago y Juan dormidos en Getsemani, o en
las doncellas cuyas lamparas se quedaron sin aceite. Una y otra vez Jesus nos advierte que no durmamos
mientras suceden las cosas que mas importan.

Un libro reciente sobre la antigua ciudad de Pompeya ofrece una ilustracion impactante. Cuando el monte
Vesubio entr6 en erupcion en el afio 79 d.C., muchas personas quedaron enterradas en ceniza a pocos pasos de
un lugar seguro. Los arque6logos descubrieron después que quienes murieron mas cerca del volcan a menudo
cargaban con objetos pesados: bolsas de monedas, articulos domésticos o cosas de valor. Algunos se movian
con rapidez, pero se ralentizaron por aquello que se negaron a dejar atras. Quienes cargaban menos pudieron
avanzar mas rapido y escapar del peligro. La leccion espiritual es poderosa: cuanto menos llevamos, menos
riesgo corremos.

El Adviento es un momento para preguntarnos: ;Qué en mi vida estd frenando mi progreso espiritual? Jesus
habl6 claramente sobre el peso de los rencores, la carga de la ira y como el exceso material puede adormecer
nuestro corazon. Si despertamos a sus ensefianzas, quiza nos sintamos llamados a dejar algunas de las cargas
pesadas que hemos llevado—resentimientos, desorden, exceso de trabajo, culpa 0 miedo—y elegir en su lugar
la sencillez, el perdon y la libertad que El desea para nosotros.

Aqui, en el umbral del Adviento, Jests nos llama a mirar honestamente nuestra vida y prepararnos para
encontrarnos con El—en Navidad y al final de los tiempos. Que esta temporada despierte en nosotros la
esperanza, la vigilancia, el anhelo y la claridad espiritual que el Adviento busca suscitar en cada creyente y en
nuestra querida comunidad de la Santisima Trinidad.
