A WORD Emmanuel: God With Us
FROM THE As Advent draws to its close, the Church invites us to pause, breathe, and wonder at the
P ASTOR mystery of the nativity of the Son of God and Savior, Jesus Christ coming to fulfillment in
o———— " prophecy and human longing. He will be born with a new name: Emmanuel — God-with-
us. This is the heart of our faith, the promise that echoes through Scripture and history,
and the joyful hope that prepares us once again, for Christmas.

In the first reading, King Ahaz is offered a sign from God but declines out of his own fear and disbelief. Yet
God bestows the sign awaited through history — “The virgin shall conceive and bear a son, and shall name
him Emmanuel.” Ahaz’s hesitation mirrors our own moments of uncertainty. How often do we trust only in
our own strength, our own plans, our own resources? Real faith invites us deeper — to rely not just on what
we can control, but on the quiet, constant presence of God in every moment.

St. Paul tells us in Romans that the Word of God preserved in the Gospel is rooted in God’s eternal plan now
fulfilled in Jesus Christ. It is the Good News that transforms not because of what we do, but because of what
God has done for us. The very names revealed to us — Jesus (“God saves”), Christ (“Anointed One”), and
Emmanuel (“God in our midst”) — speak of who He is and why He comes.

In the Gospel, Joseph faces a darkness of confusion and fear. The unexpected pregnancy of Mary appears, at
first, not as a reassuring sign, but a troubling one. Yet it is precisely in that darkness that God speaks: “Do
not be afraid.” Joseph listens, trusts, and allows his life to be shaped by God’s plan rather than his own. His
humble “yes” becomes a model for every disciple who must learn to embrace God’s ways even when they
challenge our expectations.

As we prepare for Christmas, these Scriptures and examples ask us:

e Do we welcome Christ even when He arrives in ways we did not anticipate?

e Do we trust God’s promises more deeply than our own limited vision?

e Do we see God-with-us not only in moments of grace, but also in seasons of uncertainty?

This is the invitation of the Fourth Sunday of Advent: to open our hearts wide to Emmanuel — the One who
shares our humanity, walks with us in our struggles, and reveals God’s saving love.

As we prepare our homes and our parish for the blessed feast of Christmas, may we also prepare our hearts—
renewing our confidence that God is truly with us: guiding, strengthening, and pouring out His blessings
upon all who seek Him.

Join us for the Solemnity of the Nativity of the Lord, and bring your family, friends, and loved ones to our
small acre of God’s holy ground this Christmas.
All are welcome.

Emmanuel: Dios con Nosotros Meﬂsqe

Al llegar el Adviento a su fin, la Iglesia nos invita a detenernos, respirar y maravillarnos

ante el misterio del nacimiento del Hijo de Dios y Salvador, Jesucristo, realizado en la del Pasmr
profecia y en el anhelo humano. El nacera con un nombre nuevo: Emmanuel — Dios-con-
nosotros. Este es el corazon de nuestra fe, la promesa que resuena a lo largo de la Sagrada
Escritura y de la historia, y la esperanza gozosa que nos prepara, una vez mas, para la Navidad.

En la primera lectura, al rey Acaz se le ofrece una sefial de parte de Dios, pero la rechaza por miedo e
incredulidad. Sin embargo, Dios otorga la sefial esperada a través de los siglos: “La virgen concebird y dara a
luz un hijo, y le pondré por nombre Emmanuel.” La vacilacion de Acaz refleja nuestros propios momentos de
incertidumbre. ;Cudantas veces confiamos solo en nuestras propias fuerzas, nuestros propios planes, nuestros
propios recursos? La fe verdadera nos invita a ir mas profundo: a apoyarnos no solo en lo que podemos
controlar, sino en la presencia silenciosa y constante de Dios en cada momento.

San Pablo nos dice en la carta a los Romanos que la Palabra de Dios preservada en el Evangelio est4 enraizada
en el plan eterno de Dios, ahora cumplido en Jesucristo. Es la Buena Nueva que transforma, no por lo que
nosotros hacemos, sino por lo que Dios ha hecho por nosotros. Los nombres mismos que se nos revelan —
Jests (“Dios salva”), Cristo (“Ungido”), y Emmanuel (“Dios en medio de nosotros”)— expresan quién es El y
por qué viene.

En el Evangelio, José enfrenta una oscuridad de confusion y temor. El embarazo inesperado de Maria aparece,
al principio, no como una sefial tranquilizadora, sino como una inquietante. Sin embargo, es precisamente
dentro de esa oscuridad donde Dios habla: “No temas.” José escucha, confia y permite que su vida sea
moldeada por el plan de Dios y no por el suyo. Su humilde “si” se convierte en un modelo para todo discipulo
que debe aprender a abrazar los caminos de Dios incluso cuando desafian nuestras expectativas.

Al prepararnos para la Navidad, estas Escrituras y testimonios nos preguntan:
e /Acogemos a Cristo incluso cuando llega de maneras que no anticipdbamos?
 ;Confiamos en las promesas de Dios mas profundamente que en nuestra vision limitada?
e /Vemos a Dios-con-nosotros no solo en los momentos de gracia, sino también en las temporadas de
incertidumbre?

Esta es la invitacion del Cuarto Domingo de Adviento: abrir de par en par nuestro corazén a Emmanuel —
Aquel que comparte nuestra humanidad, camina con nosotros en nuestras luchas y revela el amor salvador de
Dios.

Mientras preparamos nuestros hogares y nuestra parroquia para la bendita fiesta de la Navidad, preparemos
también nuestro corazon—renovando nuestra confianza en que Dios estd verdaderamente con nosotros:
guiando, fortaleciendo y derramando sus bendiciones sobre todos los que lo buscan.

Acompafienos en la Solemnidad de la Natividad del Sefior, y traigan a sus familiares, amigos y seres queridos
a nuestra pequefia parcela de tierra santa este afo.
