AYorn \ - Perhaps we begin this week with a few simple but profound questions:

PASTORY, Who were the Magi?

" Why does their journey still matter for us today?

The Magi were originally members of a caste of Persian priests—wisdom figures highly respected by kings and
rulers. Though not kings in the strict sense, they were known for their learning, especially their ability to interpret
dreams and study the movements of the stars. In Matthew’s spell-binding infancy narrative, they emerge as
seekers—men attentive to signs, open to mystery, and courageous enough to follow where God was leading.

In the Gospel, the Magi represent something even more remarkable. They are the first recorded Gentiles to seek
out and recognize Jesus Christ. They come not by bloodline or tradition, but by faith—drawn by a star, guided by
grace, and compelled by wonder. They arrive as gift-bearers, offering treasures that reveal the identity and mission
of the newborn Savior:

¢ Gold, the gift for a king, proclaims Jesus as Christ the King.

¢ Frankincense, used in temple worship, declares Him our great High Priest who offers Himself in sacrificial love
to the Father.

e Myrrh, a perfumed oil used at burial, foreshadows the Paschal Mystery—His suffering, death, and resurrection.
The Magi stand as prime witnesses to the faith of the Gentiles. They follow the light of the star to Bethlehem and
offer praise and worship to God’s only-begotten Son. They listen attentively to God’s warning and refuse to return
to Herod, choosing obedience over convenience. As wise travelers “from the East,” they become a solemn and
enduring sign of the universal call to faith—Jews and Gentiles alike drawn to Christ, the Word made flesh, who at
Christmas “pitched His tent among us.”

This universal mission reaches its fulfillment at the conclusion of Matthew’s Gospel, when the risen Lord
commissions His disciples: “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations...” (Mt 28:16-20).

The adoration of the Magi also fulfills the ancient prophecy of Isaiah (60:1-6), which promises that all nations
would one day journey to the holy place, bringing gifts and offering worship to the Lord. On Epiphany, we rejoice
that this promise has begun to unfold.

N Feast of the Epiphany of the Lord -- Following the Star: Faith That Seeks, Finds, and Worships
THE

A Feast of Ancient Roots and Ever-New Meaning

The Feast of the Epiphany is among the Church’s most ancient celebrations, dating back to the late second
century—older even than the feast of Christmas and second only to Easter in antiquity. Originating in the Christian
East, the word Epiphany comes from the Greek epiphanos, meaning “appearance,” or “manifestation.” Originally
used to describe the visit of a king to his people, the term came to express God’s self-revelation—Jesus Christ
revealed as the Son of God and Savior of all humanity.

Questions for Our Own Journey of Faith
Epiphany invites us to reflect honestly and prayerfully:

e What signs do we follow today that lead us into a deeper knowledge and living presence of Jesus Christ? Are
we attentive to God’s light, even when it challenges us or leads us beyond our comfort zones?

e What gifts do we bring to the Lord? Not gold or incense, but our faith, our time, our service, our compassion,
and our willingness to love as Christ loves—especially as servants of peace in a fractured world.

e Where do we discern God revealing Himself to us and through us—in our families, our parish, our work, and
our daily encounters? God continues to manifest His presence through words of kindness, acts of justice, and
lives lived with integrity.

e Where is the Lord guiding us to reroute our lives, as He did the Magi, leading us home by a different path—
away from fear, pride, or indifference, and toward trust, humility, and courageous faith?

A Call to Faithful Courage
The Epiphany challenges and encourages us to follow the example of the Wise Magi—people of deep faith who
took risks, trusted God’s light, and allowed themselves to be changed by the encounter with Christ. May we, too, be
willing to journey by faith, guided by the star-light of Christ, and to live that faith boldly and generously.

As we celebrate this holy feast, may the same grace that led the Magi lead us—to worship more deeply, to love
more generously, and to live our faith heroically for the glory of God and the good of His people.

Fiesta de la Epifania del Sefior — Siguiendo la Estrella: Una fe que busca, encuentra y adora Mensa]é
Quiza comencemos esta semana con algunas preguntas sencillas pero profundas:
. Quiénes eran los Magos? ;Por qué su camino sigue siendo importante para nosotros hoy? del Pastor
Los Magos eran originalmente miembros de una casta de sacerdotes persas—figuras de sabiduria muy
respetadas por reyes y gobernantes. Aunque no eran reyes en el sentido estricto, eran conocidos por su aprendizaje,
especialmente por su capacidad para interpretar los suefios y estudiar el movimiento de las estrellas. En el fascinante
relato de la infancia segin San Mateo, aparecen como buscadores—hombres atentos a los signos, abiertos al misterio y
lo suficientemente valientes como para seguir adonde Dios los guiaba.
En el Evangelio, los Magos representan algo aun mas extraordinario. Son los primeros gentiles registrados que
buscan y reconocen a Jesucristo. No llegan por linaje o tradicion, sino por la fe—atraidos por una estrella, guiados por
la gracia y movidos por el asombro. Llegan como portadores de dones, ofreciendo tesoros que revelan la identidad y
la mision del Salvador recién nacido:

e El oro, regalo para un rey, proclama a Jestis como Cristo Rey.

¢ El incienso, usado en el culto del templo, lo declara nuestro gran Sumo Sacerdote que se ofrece a si mismo en amor

sacrificial al Padre.
e La mirra, un aceite perfumado utilizado en los entierros, anticipa el Misterio Pascual—su pasion, muerte y
resurreccion.

Los Magos se presentan como testigos privilegiados de la fe de los gentiles. Siguen la luz de la estrella hasta Belén y
ofrecen alabanza y adoracion al Hijo unigénito de Dios. Escuchan atentamente la advertencia de Dios y se niegan a
regresar donde Herodes, eligiendo la obediencia antes que la conveniencia. Como sabios viajeros “del Oriente”, se
convierten en un signo solemne y duradero del llamado universal a la fe—judios y gentiles por igual atraidos a
Cristo, el Verbo hecho carne, que en Navidad “acamp6 entre nosotros”.
Esta mision universal alcanza su plenitud al final del Evangelio de san Mateo, cuando el Sefior resucitado encomienda
a sus discipulos: “Vayan, pues, y hagan discipulos a todas las naciones...” (Mt 28:16-20).
La adoracion de los Magos también cumple la antigua profecia de Isaias (60:1-6), que promete que todas las naciones
un dia caminarian hacia el lugar santo, trayendo dones y ofreciendo adoracion al Sefior. En la Epifania, nos alegramos
de que esta promesa haya comenzado a cumplirse.

Una fiesta de raices antiguas y significado siempre nuevo

La Fiesta de la Epifania se encuentra entre las celebraciones mas antiguas de la Iglesia, y data de finales del siglo II—
mas antigua incluso que la fiesta de Navidad y solo superada por la Pascua en antigiiedad. Originaria del cristianismo
oriental, la palabra Epifania proviene del griego epiphanos, que significa “aparicion” o “manifestacion”.
Originalmente se usaba para describir la visita de un rey a su pueblo; con el tiempo, el término llegd a expresar la
autorrevelacion de Dios—Jesucristo manifestado como el Hijo de Dios y Salvador de toda la humanidad.

Preguntas para nuestro propio camino de fe
La Epifania nos invita a reflexionar de manera honesta y orante:

e ;Qué signos seguimos hoy que nos conducen a un conocimiento mas profundo y a una presencia viva de
Jesucristo? ;Estamos atentos a la luz de Dios, incluso cuando nos desafia o nos lleva mas alla de nuestras zonas de
comodidad?

e ;Qué dones ofrecemos al Seiior? No oro ni incienso, sino nuestra fe, nuestro tiempo, nuestro servicio, nuestra
compasion y nuestra disposicion a amar como Cristo ama—especialmente como servidores de la paz en un mundo
fracturado.
