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@ The Baptism of the Lord — Remembering His Baptism and Our Own
As we celebrate the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, I love to invite my brothers and sisters
A WORD in Christ to remember not only that we were baptized, but to recall the beautiful human and

Plj&%l\ﬂr%ER holy details surrounding that remarkable moment of transformation, grace, and salvation.

When was your baptism? Who baptized you? Where did it take place? Who stood beside you
as godparents and witnesses? Are there photos, videos, or special mementos tucked away somewhere? These
memories are not merely sentimental—they are sacred reminders of who we are and whose we are.

Pope Francis once gave a bit of spiritual “homework™ to tens of thousands gathered at a Wednesday audience.
He urged them to go home and find the date of their baptism, explaining:

“To know the date of our Baptism is to know a blessed day. The danger of not knowing is that we can
lose awareness of what the Lord has done in us, the memory of the gift we have received.”

Indeed, our mindfulness of our own baptism can be a powerful measure of how deeply we remember all that
we owe to Christ.

The great Doctors of the early Church spoke beautifully of the meaning of Christ’s baptism in the Jordan: an
awakening of creation, the sanctifying of the waters, a kind of re-creation of the world itself. An ancient
homily links Christ’s baptism back to the waters of creation and forward to the font of our own rebirth:

“This is the water that is linked to the Spirit... the water by which a person receives new birth and life,
the water in which even Christ was baptized, the water into which the Holy Spirit descended in the form
of a dove.”

The Baptism of the Lord is a moment of profound grace in the story of salvation. The Son of God enters fully
into our human condition; the Father’s voice is heard; the Spirit is revealed. Heaven is opened. And from this
moment begins a journey—a journey that continues in each of us through our own baptism. It is a journey
filled with purpose.

Every person needs a sense of direction and meaning in life. Saint Peter summed up the pattern of Christ’s life
with these simple words: “He went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed... for God was with
him.” Through baptism, we are invited to make Christ’s purpose our own.

Our Blessed Trinity Catholic community can be rightly proud of our Baptismal Policy and our Order of
Christian Initiation ministries for adults and children. We are deeply grateful for our Faith Formation Staff and
team, sponsors, catechists, and assistants. Through their prayerful service, we witness not only the growth of
faith, but the sanctifying renewal of families, communities, and society itself—for the salvation of souls and
the glory of God’s Kingdom, present among us now.

We warmly invite more members of the Blessed Trinity Body of Christ to become active partners in this
sacred ministry—as catechists, sponsors, prayer partners, and supporters of families preparing for baptism.
Your “yes” can truly make an eternal difference.

As we honor the Baptism of the Lord, may we also rejoice in our own baptismal identity, renew our
commitment to discipleship, and trust in the abundant grace God continues to pour into our lives.

In the words of Pope Francis:
“Baptism gives us the grace to live as children of God, following Jesus each day and making a real
difference in the lives of others—and in our own.”

May the Lord who called us by name in the waters of baptism bless us, guide us, and
strengthen us always.

“Esta es el agua que esta unida al Espiritu... el agua por la cual una persona recibe nuevo nacimiento y
vida, el agua en la que incluso Cristo fue bautizado, el agua en la que el Espiritu Santo descendi6 en
forma de paloma.”

El Bautismo del Sefior es un momento de gracia profunda en la historia de la salvacion. El Hijo de Dios entra
plenamente en nuestra condicion humana; se escucha la voz del Padre; el Espiritu se manifiesta. El cielo se
abre. Y a partir de este momento comienza un camino—un camino que continua en cada uno de nosotros a
través de nuestro propio bautismo. Es un camino lleno de propdsito.

Toda persona necesita un sentido de direccion y significado en la vida. San Pedro resumi6 el modelo de la vida
de Cristo con estas sencillas palabras: “Pasé haciendo el bien y curando a todos los oprimidos ... porque Dios
estaba con EI”. Por el bautismo, somos invitados a hacer nuestro el proposito de Cristo.

Nuestra Comunidad Catolica de Blessed Trinity puede sentirse justamente orgullosa de nuestra Poliza
Bautismal y de nuestros ministerios de la Iniciacion Cristiana para adultos y nifios. Estamos profundamente
agradecidos por nuestro personal y equipo de Formacion en la Fe, por los patrocinadores, catequistas y
asistentes. A través de su servicio orante, somos testigos no solo del crecimiento de la fe, sino también de la
renovacion santificadora de las familias, las comunidades y la sociedad misma, para la salvacion de las almas
y la gloria del Reino de Dios, ya presente entre nosotros.

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VOCATIONS / VOCACIONES

Parish Life

Our focus should be on living authentically and

dynamically Catholic, allowing our children to see the

joy of living a sacramental life and much of that
happens at the parish.

1) Prepare for Mass at home by discussing the
readings ahead of time at breakfast and discuss the
reverence that is expected at Mass. If we want our
children to act appropriately, we must convey to
the youngest child that the church is Holy Ground,
and those discussions happen before and after
Mass.

2) Go to Mass. Children take their cues from you, so
if this is important to you, then deep down, it will
affect your child. Most Vocation Directors say that
one of the ways you can tell that a person has a
vocation is that they are DRAWN to the
sacraments, especially the Holy Mass, which
typically starts in the family.

3) Attend an ordination or profession of vows as a
family, especially if you know the person receiving
Holy Orders or professing vows. It is a powerful
experience to see all of the priests of a diocese in
one place, witnessing the bishop laying on of hands
and singing the litany of the saints. This is usually a
2-3-hour Mass, so plan accordingly, but it is so
worth it!

4) Confession — If you want your child to continue to
receive grace from this sacrament long after he or
she has spread their wings and left your home,
make it a part of your family routine, whether that
is monthly or every two months, or more frequent.

5) Be a part of activities at the parish, especially if
they involve your priest or consecrated sisters or
brothers or are vocation-related. Maybe it is a
Saintly Costume Contest or the parish festival
where your priest is in the dunking booth. Let them
feel the love of being part of a parish.

6) Attend retreats for families, men, women, or
youth, giving God time to speak to you and your
children in the silence that normally can happen
more easily on retreat.

7) Allow your children to be altar servers — 77% of
newly ordained priests say they participated in the
Mass by altar serving, giving them a glimpse of
serving God in this special way. This is important.
Encourage them to serve as long as possible, too.

Vida parroquial

Nuestro enfoque debe estar en vivir una vida catdlica
auténtica y dinamica, permitiendo a nuestros hijos ver
la alegria de vivir una vida sacramental y mucho de eso
sucede en la parroquia.

1)Preparese para la Misa en casa discutiendo las
lecturas con anticipacion durante el desayuno y
discutiendo la reverencia que se espera en la Misa. Si
queremos que nuestros hijos actuen apropiadamente,
debemos transmitirle al nifio mas pequefio que la
iglesia es Tierra Santa, y esas discusiones ocurren
antes y después de la Misa. .

2)Ir a misa. Los nifios siguen sus indicaciones, asi que
si esto es importante para usted, en el fondo afectara a
su hijo. La mayoria de los directores vocacionales
dicen que una de las formas en que se puede saber que
una persona tiene una vocacion es que se siente
ATRAIDA por los sacramentos, especialmente Ia
Santa Misa, que generalmente comienza en la familia.

3)Asistir a una ordenacion o profesion de votos en
familia, especialmente si conoce a la persona que
recibe las Sagradas Ordenes o profesa los votos. Es
una experiencia poderosa ver a todos los sacerdotes de
una diocesis en un solo lugar, presenciando la
imposicion de manos del obispo y cantando la letania
de los santos. Esta suele ser una misa de 2 a 3 horas,
asi que planifique en consecuencia, jpero vale la pena!

4)Confesion — Si desea que su hijo contintie recibiendo
la gracia de este sacramento mucho después de que
haya extendido sus alas y haya abandonado su hogar,
hagalo parte de su rutina familiar, ya sea mensual o
cada dos meses, o con mayor frecuencia.

5)Sea parte de las actividades de la parroquia,
especialmente si involucran a su sacerdote o hermanas
o hermanos consagrados o estan relacionados con
vocaciones. Tal vez sea un concurso de disfraces
santos o el festival parroquial donde su sacerdote esta
en la cabina de remojo. Que sientan el amor de ser
parte de una parroquia.

6)Asistir a retiros para familias, hombres, mujeres o
jovenes, dandole tiempo a Dios para hablar con usted
y sus hijos en el silencio que normalmente puede
suceder mas facilmente en un retiro.

7)Permite que tus hijos sean monaguillos — 77% de
sacerdotes recién ordenados dicen que participaron en
la Misa sirviendo en el altar, lo que les dio una idea de
como servir a Dios de esta manera especial. Esto es
importante. Animelos también a servir el mayor
tiempo posible.
