A WORD As we enter the Season of Ordinary Time—brief though it may be, with Lent arriving all too

(Q; Catholic Church Blessed Trinity Catholic Parish

Parents requirements (or legal guardians):

o At least one parent must be a practicing Catholic.

e Any person, children, infants and immediate family members of a registered Catholic household must
faithfully be attending BTCC, its liturgies and its faith-formation programs.

o Catholics who may never have been registered but are living within the territorial boundaries of BTCC,
attending its liturgies and faith formation programs.

o * If parents are not registered at Blessed Trinity and are living outside the territorial boundaries, see
Special Circumstances.

o Blessed Trinity parishioners wanting Baptism in another parish will need a Letter of Permission from
the Pastor of the parish where the baptism is requested.

e Parents not within the Sacrament of Matrimony, Divorced, or Never Married will require additional
documentation and notarization before a baptism can be approved and scheduled.

o Newly registered parishioner(s) will be asked to wait six-months from date of Parish Registration and
attest to active and full participation in Blessed Trinity Catholic Church as well as a witness of their
genuine stewardship in the parish community.

e Both parents must attend a baptism preparation class at Blessed Trinity Catholic Church or at any
Catholic Church within the last three years. You will need to provide proof of completion if taken at
another Catholic Church.

Godparents requirements: Compliance with the Canon Law of the Roman Catholic Church

e Only one godparent is required. If there are two godparents, one must be male and the other female.

e An adult who is fully initiated Catholic (Baptism, Confirmation, First Holy Communion), attending
Mass regularly, and actively practicing their faith.

o If godparents are married, they must be married in the Catholic Church or in a marriage recognized by
the Catholic Church.

o Must not be cohabitating outside of marriage.

o Godparents need to attend a baptism preparation class(es).

SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES:

o Blessed Trinity Catholic Church does not accept Requested Baptisms from outside the Parish without
sufficient authorization and serious reasons.

 For non-parishioners to have a Baptism at Blessed Trinity Catholic Church there must be a relationship
with an immediate family member of the “first order” (i.e., grandparents, parents, brothers or sisters,
adult children).

o If outside of Blessed Trinity Catholic Church: Letters of Permission from both Pastors will be required,
as well as verification of required documents and status, as listed.

o Final Review and approval will be by Clergy (Pastor, Priests, or Deacons in order to confirm date of
baptismal ceremony at BTCC.

e Therefore, BTCC is not accepting requests from persons outside of these guidelines and prerequisites
without personal interview by parish clergy and authorization of the Pastor.

o Baptismal Classes are scheduled monthly at BTCC. Schedules are provided upon request or are found
online at www.btccorl.org.

Requisitos para los padres (0 Guardianes Legales):

Al menos uno de los padres debe ser catélico practicante.

Cualquier persona, nifios, bebés, y miembros de la familia inmediata de un hogar catélico registrado,
debe asistir fielmente a BTCC, sus liturgias y sus programas de formacion en la fe.

Catolicos que pueden no haberse registrado nunca pero que viven dentro de los limites territoriales de
BTCC, asistiendo a sus liturgias y programas de formacion en la fe.

*Si los padres no estan registrados en Blessed Trinity y viven fuera de los limites territoriales, ve
Circunstancias Especiales.

Los feligreses de Blessed Trinity que deseen bautizar en otra parroquia necesitaran una Carta de Permiso
del Pastor para la parroquia donde se solicita el bautismo.
