Come after me, and I will make you...
A WORD This weekend’s Scriptures draw us into the powerful theme of beginnings—not quiet or
FROMTHE '\ comfortable beginnings, but bold, grace-filled moments where God chooses to act in
PASTOR surprising places and through ordinary people.

St. Matthew tells us that Jesus launches His public ministry not in Jerusalem, among the religious leaders,
nor even by returning home to Nazareth, but in Capernaum, a region associated with the lands of
Zebulun and Naphtali—territory marked by cultural mixture, struggle, and deep spiritual longing. In doing
so, Jesus fulfills the ancient prophecy of Isaiah: “The people who sat in darkness have seen a great light.”
This is no small detail. From the very start, Jesus reveals that His mission is expansive, outward-looking,
and rooted in hope for those living on the margins. He is light to all who know darkness.

The light of Christ does not wait for people to come searching for it; it goes out to meet them where they
are. In Galilee, Jesus teaches, preaches the Kingdom of God, and heals the sick. These are not mere acts of
kindness—they are signs that the Kingdom of God is already breaking into the world. Wherever Jesus is
present, darkness gives way to light, despair to hope, and division to healing.

It is within this unfolding Kingdom that Jesus calls His first disciples. Their response is immediate and
compelling. They leave behind nets, boats, routines, and familiar securities to follow Him. Jesus, fully
aware of the mission that will lead Him to the Cross and ultimately to the glory of the Resurrection,
chooses not to walk alone. Instead, He gathers men and women into a community—forming them,
shaping them, and eventually sending them forth as partners in His mission. The Kingdom of God, we
learn, is not lived in isolation but through shared faith, shared responsibility, and the harmony of diverse
gifts.

As we reflect on this Gospel, we are invited to examine our own servant-discipleship. The call of Christ is
not limited to the past; it echoes in every generation, in each new year, and reaches each of us today.

For our prayer and reflection this week, consider these three questions:

1. What is Christ calling me to at this moment in my life? Where do I sense His invitation to begin
anew or to step more deeply into faith?

2. How generous and immediate is my response? Do I hesitate, negotiate, or delay—or am I willing to
trust and follow, even when the path is unclear?

3. What “nets” am I being asked to leave behind—and what do I gain in return? What habits, fears,
comforts, or attachments might be holding me back, and how might letting go open my life to greater
freedom, purpose, and joy in servant-discipleship?

May this Third Sunday in Ordinary Time remind us that the light of Christ has already dawned among
us—and that each of us is called, in our own way, to reflect that light to the world. No matter where you
find yourself on the journey of faith—taking first steps or walking steadily with the Lord—you are called
and welcomed at Blessed Trinity Parish to place your gifts at the service of others and to grow in love
and joyful ministry as a servant-disciple.

“Vengan conmigo, y los haré...”

Las Escrituras de este fin de semana nos introducen en el poderoso tema de los comienzos—no Nknsa]e
comienzos silenciosos ni comodos, sino momentos audaces y llenos de gracia en los que Dios  de] Pastor
elige actuar en lugares sorprendentes y a través de personas ordinarias. —_—

San Mateo nos dice que Jesus inicia su ministerio publico no en Jerusalén, entre los lideres religiosos, ni
siquiera regresando a su hogar en Nazaret, sino en Cafarnaim, una region asociada con las tierras de
Zabulon y Neftali—un territorio marcado por la mezcla cultural, la lucha y una profunda sed espiritual. Al
hacerlo, Jesus cumple la antigua profecia de Isaias: “El pueblo que habitaba en tinieblas vio una gran luz.”
Este no es un detalle menor. Desde el principio, Jesus revela que su mision es expansiva, abierta al mundo y
arraigada en la esperanza para quienes viven en los margenes. El es luz para todos los que conocen la
oscuridad.

La luz de Cristo no espera a que las personas vayan en su busqueda; sale a su encuentro alli donde se
encuentran. En Galilea, Jests ensefia, proclama el Reino de Dios y sana a los enfermos. Estos no son simples
actos de bondad: son signos de que el Reino de Dios ya estd irrumpiendo en el mundo. Donde Jesus esta
presente, la oscuridad da paso a la luz, la desesperanza a la esperanza y la division a la sanacion.

Es dentro de este Reino que se va manifestando donde Jesus llama a sus primeros discipulos. Su respuesta es
inmediata y conmovedora. Dejan redes, barcas, rutinas y seguridades conocidas para seguirlo. Jesus,
plenamente consciente de que su mision lo conducird a la Cruz y, finalmente, a la gloria de la Resurreccion,
elige no caminar solo. En cambio, reline a hombres y mujeres en una comunidad—forméndolos,
moldeandolos y, finalmente, enviandolos como colaboradores en su mision. El Reino de Dios, aprendemos,
no se vive en aislamiento, sino a través de una fe compartida, una responsabilidad compartida y la armonia
de dones diversos.

Al reflexionar sobre este Evangelio, se nos invita a examinar nuestro propio discipulado de servicio. El
llamado de Cristo no estd limitado al pasado; resuena en cada generacion, en cada nuevo afio, y alcanza a
cada uno de nosotros hoy.

Para nuestra oracion y reflexion de esta semana, consideremos estas tres preguntas:

1. ¢A qué me esta llamando Cristo en este momento de mi vida? ;Doénde percibo su invitacion a
comenzar de nuevo o a profundizar mas en la fe?

2. ¢(Qué tan generosa e inmediata es mi respuesta? ;Dudo, negocio o retraso—o estoy dispuesto a confiar
y seguir, incluso cuando el camino no es claro?

3. (Qué “redes” se me esta pidiendo dejar atras—y qué gano a cambio? ;Qué habitos, miedos,
comodidades o apegos pueden estar frenandome, y coémo podria el desprenderme abrir mi vida a una
mayor libertad, proposito y alegria en el discipulado de servicio?

Que este Tercer Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario nos recuerde que la luz de Cristo ya ha amanecido entre
nosotros—y que cada uno de nosotros esta llamado, a su manera, a reflejar esa luz al mundo. No importa
donde te encuentres en el camino de la fe—dando los primeros pasos o caminando firmemente con el
Sefior—eres llamado y bienvenido en la
Parroquia Blessed Trinity a poner tus
dones al servicio de los demads y a crecer
en amor y en un ministerio alegre como
discipulo servidor.

In the coming weeks, we will
gather the flock—the disciples, the committed, the
willing—and together allow God to set the wheels in
motion, igniting the warmth and fire of His Spirit
among us.

Come help welcome new life into
the faith. Come be part of a journey that continues long
after the waters of Baptism have dried.
