In a world flooded with online lists promising happiness, success, and fulfillment, Jesus
A WORD offers spmething radically different in this Suqdayjs Gospel: eight Beatitudes'—not
FROM THE quick tips, but a way of life that leads to genuine joy, deep meaning, the promise of

P ASTO R peace, and lasting blessings.

Rooted in the wisdom of the Old Testament (Psalms, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes, Sirach) the
Beatitudes reveal that true happiness flows not from self-promotion or accumulation, but from trust in God,
humility of heart, mercy, justice, and faithfulness.

’

Notice that the Beatitudes are written in the plural: “Blessed are those who...."
Jesus is calling us not to a solo spirituality, but to a communal vocation—a shared discipleship lived together
as witnesses and as full members of the Body of Christ.

The Beatitudes describe a life shaped by care, empathy, compassion, virtue, and purpose—a life that truly
makes a difference. They reveal God’s loving engagement with humanity and invite us into a partnership with
the Holy Spirit in bringing about God’s reign here and now.

These blessings are not only promises for the future Kingdom; they are meant to be effective and
transformative today, especially for those who are poor, grieving, overlooked, forgotten, or pushed to the
margins of society.

A Parish Challenge for Blessed Trinity:

0 This week, which Beatitude is God inviting you—and us as a parish—to live more intentionally? Where
might we need to slow down, listen more deeply, show mercy more freely, or stand more courageously for
justice?

0 How can parishioners of every age and stage—children, teens, adults, and seniors—embody one or two (or
more) Beatitudes in concrete ways at home, at school, at work, and in our wider community?

At the heart of the Beatitudes is (one of my favorite titles) -- the call to servant-discipleship. Jesus does not
describe blessings as rewards for status or power, but as the fruit of lives poured out in loving service. From
our common Baptism, every Christian shares this vocation—to follow Christ as disciples who serve, and to
serve precisely because we are disciples.

Servant-discipleship shapes the life of a parish family. It reminds us that faith is not something we simply
receive, but something we live for one another. When the Beatitudes take root among us, our parish becomes a
living sign of Christ’s presence: welcoming the poor in spirit, comforting those who mourn, working for
justice, practicing mercy, and building peace—together.

The Beatitudes are not ideals for a few, but a roadmap for all—leading us toward joy now and fuller
communion with God forever.

For this reason, this feast is also known as Candlemas Day, a celebration of Christ as the
Light of the World.

This is also the day that, in the heritage of the Catholic Church’s tradition, special (or quality) candles are
offered a blessing. Please bring candles into the church and place them on the table(s) in the center of the
main aisle in the nave. Candles will be blessed during or at the conclusion of Mass this Monday, February 2,
at the 8:30 AM daily Mass. Blessed candles are reserved for special holy or spiritual occasions throughout the
year within the home and with family members or guests.

Arraigadas en la sabiduria del Antiguo Testamento (Salmos, Proverbios, Eclesiastés, Sirdcides), las
Bienaventuranzas revelan que la verdadera felicidad no brota de la autopromocion ni de la acumulacion, sino
de la confianza en Dios, la humildad de corazén, la misericordia, la justicia y la fidelidad.

’

Notemos que las Bienaventuranzas estan escritas en plural: “Bienaventurados los que...’
Jesis no nos llama a una espiritualidad individualista, sino a una vocacién comunitaria-un discipulado
compartido, vivido juntos como testigos y como miembros plenos del Cuerpo de Cristo.

Las Bienaventuranzas describen una vida moldeada por el cuidado, la empatia, la compasion, la virtud y el
propésito—una vida que realmente marca la diferencia. Revelan el amoroso compromiso de Dios con la
humanidad y nos invitan a colaborar con el Espiritu Santo para hacer presente el Reino de Dios aqui y ahora.

Estas bendiciones no son solo promesas para el Reino futuro; estan destinadas a ser eficaces y
transformadoras hoy, especialmente para quienes son pobres, estan de duelo, son ignorados, olvidados o
marginados por la sociedad.

¢ Esta semana, ;qué Bienaventuranza nos invita Dios—personalmente y como parroquia—a vivir con mayor
intencion? ;Donde necesitamos ir mas despacio, escuchar con mayor profundidad, mostrar misericordia con
mayor generosidad o defender la justicia con mas valentia?
0 (Como pueden los feligreses de todas las edades y etapas—nifios, adolescentes, adultos y personas
mayores—encarnar una o dos (o mas) Bienaventuranzas de manera concreta en el hogar, en la escuela, en el
trabajo y en nuestra comunidad en general?

En el corazon de las Bienaventuranzas se encuentra (uno de mis titulos favoritos) el llamado al discipulado
servicial. Jests no describe las bendiciones como recompensas por el estatus o el poder, sino como el fruto de
vidas entregadas en un servicio amoroso. Desde nuestro Bautismo comin, todo cristiano comparte esta
vocacion: seguir a Cristo como discipulos que sirven, y servir precisamente porque somos discipulos.

El discipulado servicial da forma a la vida de una familia parroquial. Nos recuerda que la fe no es algo que
simplemente recibimos, sino algo que vivimos unos para otros. Cuando las Bienaventuranzas echan raices
entre nosotros, nuestra parroquia se convierte en un signo vivo de la presencia de Cristo: acogiendo a los
pobres de espiritu, consolando a los que lloran, trabajando por la justicia, practicando la misericordia y
construyendo la paz—juntos.
