“Lord, I do believe.” (John 9)
A WQI‘d ﬂ‘()m In this Sunday’s Gospel from the Gospel of John, Jesus Christ encounters a man born
blind and gradually leads him from darkness to light. At first the man only knows him as
the PastoOr  “the man called Jesus.” Then he recognizes Him as a prophet. Finally, he comes to full
~. faith and worships Him as the Son of Man. His physical healing becomes something
greater: the gift of spiritual sight.

Meanwhile, the religious leaders—certain they can already see—grow increasingly blind. What begins as a
miracle becomes a moment of decision. Who truly sees? The one who humbly receives the light, or the one
who refuses it?

Throughout Lent, we are invited to recognize this same journey within our own lives. Christ, the One sent by
the Father, still reveals the works and glory of God. Through prayer, sacrifice, and charity, He opens our eyes
more fully to faith.

Like the man born blind, conversion is often gradual. At first we may glimpse Christ only dimly. But as our
faith deepens, we come to see Him more clearly—and to worship Him with grateful hearts. As disciples, we
too are sent to reveal God’s love and works in the world.

This week, ask the Lord for the grace of deeper sight: to recognize Christ more clearly, to follow Him more
faithfully, and to bear witness to His light.

The Gospel also begins with a question the disciples ask: Who sinned that this man was born blind? Was
suffering a punishment from God? Jesus rejects this way of thinking. The Lord shifts the focus away from
blame and toward grace. Instead, He teaches that through this man “the works of God might be made visible.”

We ask similar questions when suffering touches our lives. When illness strikes someone we love, when
families struggle with division, when discouragement or loss weighs heavily on our hearts, we may wonder
where God is in the midst of it all. Yet Christ reminds us that even in weakness or hardship, God’s grace can
become visible through faith, compassion, perseverance, and love.

The First Reading from the First Book of Samuel offers another powerful reminder of how God sees
differently than we do. When the prophet Samuel is sent to choose a king, the obvious candidates appear
strong and impressive. Yet God chooses the youngest and least expected—David, the shepherd. “Not as man
sees does God see.”

In the same way, Christ calls each of us to discipleship. Often without fully understanding why, we are chosen
to reveal the works of God through our lives—through service, mercy, courage, and love.

This Fourth Sunday of Lent is also Laetare Sunday, the Sunday of rejoicing. In the middle of our Lenten
journey, the Church reminds us that the light of Easter is already drawing near. The Son of righteousness is
beginning to shine brightly.

God sees us not only as we are in our struggles, but as He created us to be—beloved sons and daughters filled
with His Spirit through Baptism. And we are called to see others with those same eyes: our neighbors,
coworkers, families, and fellow parishioners—each one a person through whom the “works of God” may be
revealed.

So we continue our Lenten journey with hope, even when the road is difficult. And we pray with the humble
faith of the miracle-man in the Gospel: “Lord, I do believe.”

May Christ open our eyes more fully, strengthen our faith, and guide us to walk always in His light.

profeta Finalmente, llega a la fe plena y lo adora como el Hijo del Hombre. Su curacion fisica se conv1erte en
algo aun mayor: el don de la vista espiritual.

Mientras tanto, los lideres religiosos —convencidos de que ya pueden ver— se vuelven cada vez mas ciegos.
Lo que comienza como un milagro se convierte en un momento de decision. ;Quién ve verdaderamente? ;El
que humildemente recibe la luz o el que se niega a aceptarla?

Durante toda la Cuaresma, se nos invita a reconocer este mismo camino en nuestras propias vidas. Cristo, el
Enviado por el Padre, sigue revelando las obras y la gloria de Dios. A través de la oracion, el sacrificio y la
caridad, El abre nuestros ojos cada vez mas a la fe.

Como el hombre que naci6 ciego, la conversion suele ser gradual. Al principio quizd veamos a Cristo solo de
manera tenue. Pero a medida que nuestra fe se profundiza, llegamos a verlo con mayor claridad y a adorarlo
con corazones agradecidos. Como discipulos, también nosotros somos enviados a revelar el amor y las obras
de Dios en el mundo.

Esta semana, pidamos al Sefior la gracia de una visiéon mas profunda: reconocer a Cristo con mayor claridad,
seguirlo con mayor fidelidad y dar testimonio de su luz.

El Evangelio también comienza con una pregunta que hacen los discipulos: ;Quién peco para que este hombre
naciera ciego? (Fue el sufrimiento un castigo de Dios? Jesus rechaza esta manera de pensar. El Sefior cambia
el enfoque, alejandolo de la culpa y dirigiéndolo hacia la gracia. En cambio, ensefia que a través de este
hombre “las obras de Dios debian manifestarse”.

Nosotros hacemos preguntas semejantes cuando el sufrimiento toca nuestras vidas. Cuando una enfermedad
afecta a alguien que amamos, cuando las familias luchan con divisiones, cuando el desanimo o la pérdida
pesan sobre nuestros corazones, podemos preguntarnos donde estd Dios en medio de todo. Sin embargo, Cristo
nos recuerda que incluso en la debilidad o la dificultad, la gracia de Dios puede hacerse visible a través de la
fe, la compasion, la perseverancia y el amor.

La Primera Lectura, del Primer Libro de Samuel, nos ofrece otro poderoso recordatorio de que Dios ve de
manera diferente a como vemos nosotros. Cuando el profeta Samuel es enviado para elegir un rey, los
candidatos mas evidentes parecen fuertes e impresionantes. Sin embargo, Dios elige al mas joven y menos
esperado: David, el pastor. “No ve Dios como ve el hombre.”

De la misma manera, Cristo nos llama a cada uno de nosotros al discipulado. Muchas veces, sin comprender
completamente por qué, somos elegidos para revelar las obras de Dios a través de nuestras vidas: por medio
del servicio, la misericordia, el valor y el amor.

Este Cuarto Domingo de Cuaresma también es el Domingo Laetare, el domingo de la alegria. En medio de
nuestro camino cuaresmal, la Iglesia nos recuerda que la luz de la Pascua ya est4 cerca. El Sol de justicia
comienza a brillar con mayor intensidad.

Dios nos ve no solo como somos en medio de nuestras luchas, sino como El nos creé para ser: hijos e hijas
amados, llenos de su Espiritu por medio del Bautismo. Y estamos llamados a ver a los demds con esos mismos
0j0s: a nuestros vecinos, compafieros de trabajo, familias y compaieros de parroquia; cada uno una persona a
través de quien las “obras de Dios” pueden manifestarse.

Asi continuamos nuestro camino cuaresmal con esperanza, incluso cuando el camino es dificil. Y oramos con
la fe humilde del hombre del milagro en el Evangelio: “Seiior, yo creo.”

Que Cristo abra mas plenamente nuestros ojos, fortalezca nuestra fe y nos guie para caminar siempre en su luz.
