TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
Before long, people will be throwing Mardi Gras beads 
in the streets of New Orleans—purple, gold, and green. 
A few will be in on the secret: the colors of the beads are 
derived from the gifts of the magi. Gold for wealth, pur-
ple for power, green for good health. The gifts are also a 
key to the identity of the Christ Child: the incense for 
God; the gold for a king; the myrrh, fragrant burial oint-
ment for one who comes to die. 
Centuries ago, today’s feast bore the heavy burden of 
celebrating all the manifestations of Christ’s identity: the 
birth of Jesus, the coming of the magi, the baptism of the 
Lord, the wedding feast at Cana. It was too much for one 
day. Fortunately the one day has blossomed into a whole 
season of grateful celebration, stretching behind us into 
Advent, and ahead of us into the Baptism of the Lord and 
to Christ’s coming again in glory. Tonight, be sure to 
light the Christmas lights, and gather at the crèche for a 
favorite carol and a prayer.

FEAST OF FAITH 
The Liturgy of Emmanuel  

The assembly has gathered from near and far, on foot, by bus, by car, by subway, singly and by twos and threes: 
single people, couples, families. Now that movement is ritualized and made visible in the liturgy’s entrance pro-
cession.  
We are not alone on this journey; Christ is with us. The procession is led by the cross, with the image of Christ 
upon it. Candles, signs of a living presence, are carried around the cross. Candles also accompany the Book of 
the Gospels, another sign of Emmanuel, God-with-us. The priest presider is likewise a sign of Christ’s presence 
in our assembly; he will act in persona Christi, in the person of Christ, who presides at every Eucharist.  
As the procession begins, we stand and sing together in our first act as a community. The joining of our voices 
begins to turn many into one. The songs we sing range from ancient chants to contemporary hymns, but they 
have the same purpose, to foster our unity and turn our thoughts to the mysteries we gather to celebrate. We 
may feel that we can’t sing well, but “Christ always invites us to enter into song, to rise above our own preoccu-
pations, and to give our entire selves to the hymn of his Paschal Sacrifice” (USCCB, Sing to the Lord, 14).

SAINT ELIZABETH 
SETON 
Monday, January 4 
St. Elizabeth Ann Bayley Seton 
was the 
first native born American to be 
canonized by the Catholic 
Church. 

 
She was a young widow, a mother of five 
children, and a convert to the faith from Protestantism. 
Yet she became the foundress of the first religious order 
in The United States: The Sisters of Charity, and helped 
establish the first free Catholic school in America (in 
Maryland). The sisters also established two orphanages 
and another school. Today, six groups of sisters can 
trace their origins to Mother Seton's initial foundation. 
Mother Seton died in 1821 at the age of 46. She was 
canonized on September 14, 1975 by Pope Paul VI. 
Her former NYC home is a landmark and a shrine at-
tached to the Church of Our Lady of The Holy Rosary 
(just a little south of us)! You can find a statue of St. 
Elizabeth Seton in our downstairs chapel with statues of 
other American saints. 
 
Lord God, you blessed Elizabeth Seton with gifts of 
grace as wife and mother, educator and foundress, so 
that she might spend her life in service to your people. 
Through her example and prayers may we learn to 
express our love for you in love for our fellow men 
and women. We ask this through Christ our Lord Je-
sus 
Christ, your Son, who lives and reigns with you and 
the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

You can now light a candle in the church 
and have it stay lit for almost a week for 
your prayer intentions, in thanksgiving 
to God or in memorial of a loved one! 
These special votive candles have clear 
covers decorated with a cross design and 
can be placed inside one of the glass holders provided 
before the statues of Christ the King, Our Lady of 
Fatima, the Sacred Heart of Jesus, Divine Mercy, Our 
Lady of Victory or Saint Anne, the Mother of Mary in 
the Upper Church only. Once lit, the candles will stay 
burning for your intention for about a week. 
They are available for purchase from the parish office 
downstairs or from Carlos, our Sacristan, if you see 
him in the Upper Church. 
If you wish, you can also purchase the candle and 
light for your home. The protective glass containers 
are also available for purchase. 
The lighting of candles for your prayer intentions is a 
time-honored tradition in the Catholic Church that we 
are happy to provide at Our Lady of Victory and St. 
Andrew.
