Dear Parishioners, 

 

On Wednesday, March 5th, we will begin the Season of Lent. This beautiful time is supposed to change us internally and renew 

our spirit. Our Catholic Lenten practice goes back to the first centuries. According to historians, the 40 days long period  be-

fore Easter Sunday (46 days includes Sundays) emerged after the Council of Nicea (325 AD).  

 

At the beginning, the fast applied only to the new converts as a part of preparation for Baptism. Soon enough the whole com-

munity (including bishops and priests) was called to join them in this spiritual journey. The fast was very strict back then: one 

meal a day after 3 PM with no meat, fish, or dairy. It seems like a lot for us today, but maybe we should take it more seriously? 

Maybe we could go back to some of our beautiful Catholic traditions and learn something from our brothers who lived so 

many centuries ago? 

 

What is our plan for this upcoming Lent? How are we planning to spend our 46 days with Christ before His Resurrection? Do 

we think about that at all? Does it matter to us?  

 

God is inviting us to live in freedom (unattached to worldly things or pleasures). His Gospel tells us about joy and peace and 

about leaving old things behind and moving forward. Are we ready? Are we willing? Or we are just fine as it is?  

 

Please, take some time to think about the days of Lent that we are about to begin as One, Holy, Catholic Church. You won’t be 

alone on this journey if you set out for it and allow God to work on you and in you. This decision is totally up to you: it’s very 

personal, individual and might become a new beginning of something wonderful for you.
