FEAST OF THE PRESENTATION

OF THE LORD

Forty days after the birth of Jesus in Bethlehem, Mary
and Joseph took him to the Temple in Jerusalem to
present him to the Lord, according to the Jewish custom
(Lk 2:22-35). Simeon had waited for the coming of the
Lord and rejoiced when he finally saw Jesus: "Lord, now
you let your servant go in peace; your word has been
fulfilled: my own eyes have seen the salvation which you
have prepared in the sight of every people: a light to
reveal you to the nations and the glory of your people
Israel.” His canticle still rings out every night at Night
Prayer or Compline in the Liturgy of the Hours, the
official daily prayer of the Church.

At the 11:30 AM Mass on Friday, February 2, we
celebrate this Feast with the singing of Simeon’s canticle
and the blessing of candles for use in the liturgy and for
use in your homes. Please join us at this Mass as we
observe this beautiful feast! Candles are available for all
who participate.

MEMORIAL OF ST. BLAISE

St. Blaise was the bishop of Sebaste in Armenia. He was
martyred during the persecution of Christians by the
Roman emperor, Lucinius. Bishop Blaise is said to have
been a physician as well as a bishop. A legend tells that
Blaise saved the life of a boy who was choking on a fish
bone. Blaise is now the patron saint of all who have
diseases of the throat.

After the close of the 11:30 AM Mass on
Saturday, February 3, throats will be blessed.
Two candles blessed on Candlemas Day are fastened
together in the shape of a cross and touched to the
necks of the faithful while the priest or deacon says the
prayer of blessing: 7hrough the intercession of St.
Blaise, Bishop and Martyr may God deliver you from
every disease of the throat and from every other illness.
In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit. Amen.

Also, at the close of each weekend mass, vigil on
Saturday at 5:30, Sunday morning at 7:30, 9:30 and
11:30 and at the close of the 5:30 p.m. mass in Spanish,
the blessing will be given.
