A Note from Fr. Alex......

Anyone who knows me knows | love films, and | try
to keep up with what our children are watching
these days. One recent favorite among the kids is a
Disney movie called Moana. For those who may
not be familiar, it’s a wonderful, animated film
about a young girl on a journey to save her island.
There’s a memorable line that says, “If you don’t
know where you’ve come from, you can’t know
where you’re going.” This message resonates with
us as a parish, especially now. Last week, | shared
about vision and the importance of looking
forward, but we also need to understand where
we’re coming from.
