SECOND COLLECTION TODAY
Missionary Co-op Plan

From the Desk of Fr. Alex.......

Every August our Diocese lifts our eyes beyond
parish boundaries and asks each parish to stand
shoulder-to-shoulder with a missionary family
somewhere else in the world. During my own
travels—praying in onion-domed churches in
Eastern Europe and packed, steamy chapels in
Asia—I have marveled at how different our
music, art, and languages can be, yet how
unmistakably the same the Mass feels
everywhere: one Table, one Family, one Lord.
That same worldwide bond is on display this
weekend as we welcome the Clerics Regular
Minor, better known as the Adorno Fathers, who
will share their story and invite our support.

Founded in 1588 by St. Francis Caracciolo,
Venerable Augustine Adorno, and Fr. Fabrizio
Caracciolo, the Adorno Fathers remain a small
community—fewer than one hundred priests
and brothers—whose motto Ad Majorem
Resurgentis Gloriam (“for the greater glory of
the Risen Christ”) keeps them rooted in the
Eucharist and in humble service among the
poor.

That service now stretches across five
continents. In Italy they accompany recovering
addicts and ex-convicts; in Germany and the
United States they shepherd multicultural
parishes that embrace Italian, Filipino, Mexican,
and Brazilian immigrants. Their most demanding
work, however, lies in mission territories such as
India, the Philippines, Tanzania, Kenya, and
especially the Democratic Republic of Congo.

One Congolese outpost, the St. Francis
Caracciolo Mission in Nyamilima, spans nearly
2,400 square kilometers and serves 80,000
people. From the Giuseppe Diurni Pastoral
Center, trained lay leaders fan out to fifteen
village communities—some worshiping in sturdy
brick churches, others beneath walls of stick
and mud—to teach the faith, mediate conflicts,
and offer basic legal and health guidance.
Because of the Fathers’ presence, twenty-eight
schools now educate about 14,000 students,



and St. John’s Hospital provides the only
inpatient care for miles around.

Today’s second collection supports the Adorno
Fathers’ missions. Every dollar you place in the
basket will help form future priests, stock
medicine, and keep classroom doors open.
Thank you for proving once again that our
communion is bigger than any one church
building; you are telling a villager in Nyamilima, a
recovering addict in Southern Italy, and an
immigrant family here in New Jersey: you belong
to us, and we belong to you. Together we reveal
a Church that is truly universal—one family in
Christ whose love knows no borders.

Cada agosto, nuestra didcesis nos invita a mirar
mas alla de los limites parroquiales y a ponernos
hombro con hombro junto a una familia
misionera en otra parte del mundo. En mis
propios viajes —rezando en iglesias de cupulas
bulbosas en Europa del Este y en capillas
abarrotadasy calurosas de Asia— me ha
asombrado comprobar lo distintos que pueden
ser nuestros cantos, arte eidiomas, yalavezlo
idéntica que se siente la Misa en todas partes:
una sola Mesa, una sola Familia, un solo

Senor. Ese mismo vinculo universal se
manifiesta este fin de semana mientras damos
la bienvenida a los Clérigos Regulares
Menores, conocidos como los Padres Adorno,
quienes compartiran su historia e invitaran
nuestro apoyo.

Fundados en 1588 por San Francisco
Caracciolo, el Venerable Agustin Adornoy el

P. Fabrizio Caracciolo, los Padres Adorno siguen
siendo una pequefia comunidad de menos de
cien sacerdotes y hermanos. Sulema, Ad
Majorem Resurgentis Gloriam —“para la mayor
gloria de Cristo Resucitado”— los mantiene
enraizados en la Eucaristiay en un servicio
humilde entre los mas pobres.

Ese servicio se extiende hoy por los cinco
continentes. En Italia acompafan a personas en
recuperacion de adiccionesy a ex-reclusos; en
Alemania y Estados Unidos pastorean
parroquias multiculturales que acogen a fieles
italianos, filipinos, mexicanosy brasilefios. Su
labor mas exigente, sin embargo, se realiza en
territorios de misién como India, Filipinas,
Tanzania, Kenia y, sobre todo, la Republica
Democratica del Congo.

Un puesto avanzado congolefio, la Misién San
Francisco Caracciolo en Nyamilima, abarca casi
2 400 km? y atiende a 80,000 personas. Desde el
Centro Pastoral Giuseppe Diurni, laicos
capacitados se despliegan a quince
comunidades —algunas con iglesias de ladrillo
sdlidas, otras bajo paredes de palo y barro—
para ensenar la fe, mediar conflictos y ofrecer
asesoria juridicay sanitaria basica. Gracias ala
presencia de los Padres, veintiocho escuelas
educan ya a unos 14 000 alumnos, y el Hospital
San Juan brinda la Unica atencién hospitalaria
de la zona.

La segunda colecta de hoy respalda las
misiones de los Padres Adorno. Cada doélar que
coloques en el cesto ayudara a formar futuros
sacerdotes, abastecer medicinas y mantener
abiertas las aulas. Gracias por demostrar, una
vez mas, que nuestra comunién es mas grande
que cualquier edificio: con sus donativos le
dicen a un aldeano de Nyamilima, a una persona
en rehabilitacion en el sur de Italiay a una
familia inmigrante aqui en Nueva Jersey:

tl nos perteneces y nosotros te
pertenecemos. Juntos mostramos una Iglesia
verdaderamente universal: una sola familia en
Cristo, cuyo amor no conoce fronteras.
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
