Johnson & Johnson...a Pause

If you have already been concerned about the effect that coronavirus vaccines might have on you, then the
recent announcement that there is a “pause” in the distribution of the one-dose Johnson & Johnson vaccine must
be disturbing. When you also hear that the pause is due to the presence of “blood-clots” in 6 persons who
received the Johnson & Johnson vaccine and that one of the 6 “died”, fear arises among those who are already
skeptical. Even though 7 million people who received the same vaccine are doing just fine, | understand what
some of us, who are skeptical about vaccines, are going through with this recent news.

As Pastor of our Parish, you also know how much I am aware of the numbers of our people who have been
made sick in the last year from the coronavirus and the numbers who have died due to the coronavirus. | judge
that more than 50 of our parishioners have died, most probably due to coronavirus, in the last year. Remember
that we only have 1400 members of our Parish.

So, I am afraid that the members of our Parish are much more likely to pass away due to infection from
coronavirus than from “blood clots” following an injection of the Johnson & Johnson vaccine! If 50 people out
of 1400 have passed away in the Parish without the vaccine, | would worry more about contracting the
coronavirus, than | would about the vaccine. That is why | urge everyone at every Mass in our Parish to get
vaccinated. | want usto live. | want us to survive. | want our people to thrive.

The big lesson | learned since January of this year is that many of us are wrong to think that if we survived 2020
without vaccine and without COVID infection, then we are probably immune. That is wrong. That is a deadly
error. A member of the Parish recently came down with a severe case of COVID infection which affected the
person’s entire household. Several of the family are hospitalized. This does not have to happen. However,
severe illness is more likely from COVID infection than it would be from an injection of the vaccine. So, get
your Pfizer shots or your Moderna shots of the vaccine ASAP.

This opportunity is open to ALL New Yorkers regardless of race, ethnic
origins, culture or sexual orientation.

The NYC Police Department is making a concerted effort to increase the numbers of Black New Yorkers,
particularly, among the ranks of New York City Policemen. Currently the Department has 15.5% of its ranks
who are Black, even though 25% of New Yorkers are Black. The Department is reaching out to men and
women between 17.5 years of age and 35 years of age.

The Catholic Church is Looking for Good People Too!

There are many ways for Catholics to show their commitment to the faith. One way is through giving yourself
in service to the community. Catholics can be of service to the worshipping community in many ways. A man
can offer himself to God for the community as a Priest. A woman can offer herself to God for the community as
a Religious Sister. A layperson can also offer themselves as a Lector, a Eucharistic Minister, a Choir member, a
Minister of Hospitality or a Sacristan.

There is another important way you can serve the Community. A man can offer himself as a Deacon. Deacons
are usually, but not always, married men. They serve the community at Mass, but they also serve the
Community in the help they give at moments of sorrow and joy. Deacons are required to learn the traditions of
the Catholic Church in order to help the community on its journey. Deacons are teachers, they visit the sick,
they offer advice in times of difficulty, they connect families with the resources that the Church can offer. They
are an important help to the Church.

It takes five years to become a Deacon. While studying to become a Deacon a man can continue working and
supporting his family. But He has to attend classes sometimes in the evening and sometimes on the weekend.
There is the possibility of studying in Spanish to become a Deacon.

Johnson & Johnson ... una pausa

Si ya ha estado preocupado por el efecto que las vacunas contra el coronavirus podrian tener en usted, entonces
el reciente anuncio de que hay una "pausa™ en la distribucién de la vacuna de una dosis de Johnson & Johnson
debe ser perturbador. Cuando también escuchas que la pausa se debe a la presencia de “coadgulos de sangre” en
6 personas que recibieron la vacuna Johnson & Johnson y que una de las 6 “muri6”, surge el miedo entre los
que ya son escépticos. A pesar de que 7 millones de personas que recibieron la misma vacuna estan bien.
Entiendo lo que algunos de nosotros, que somos escépticos acerca de las vacunas, estamos pasando con esta
noticia reciente.

Como parroco de nuestra parroquia, también sabe que estoy al tanto de la cantidad de personas que se han
enfermado en el Gltimo afio por el coronavirus y las cifras que han muerto a causa del coronavirus. Creo que
mas de 50 de nuestros feligreses han muerto, probablemente debido al coronavirus, en el Gltimo afio. Recuerde
que solo tenemos 1400 miembros de nuestra Parroquia.

Por lo tanto, me temo que los miembros de nuestra parroquia tienen muchas mas probabilidades de fallecer
debido a una infeccién por coronavirus que por “coagulos de sangre” después de una inyeccion de la vacuna
Johnson & Johnson. Si 50 personas de 1400 hubieran fallecido en la parroquia sin la vacuna, me preocupa mas
contraer el coronavirus que la vacuna. Es por eso que insto a todos en cada misa en nuestra parroquia a
vacunarse. Quiero que vivamos. Quiero que sobrevivamos. Quiero que nuestra gente florezca.

La gran leccion que aprendi desde enero de este afio es que muchos de nosotros nos equivocamos al pensar que
si sobrevivimos al 2020 sin vacuna y sin infeccién por COVID, probablemente seamos inmunes. Eso esta mal.
Ese es un error mortal. Un miembro de la parroquia contrajo recientemente un caso grave de infeccion por
COVID que afect6 a toda la casa de la persona. Varios miembros de la familia estan hospitalizados. Esto no
tiene por qué suceder. Sin embargo, es mas probable que la enfermedad grave se deba a una infeccion por
COVID que a una inyeccidén de la vacuna. Asi que obtenga sus inyecciones de Pfizer o sus inyecciones
Moderna de la vacuna lo antes posible.

Mientras estudia para convertirse en diacono, un hombre
puede seguir trabajando y manteniendo a su familia. Pero tiene que asistir a clases a veces por la noche y a
veces durante el fin de semana. Existe la posibilidad de estudiar en espafiol para convertirse en Didcono.
