The Pastor’s Page

Third Sunday of Easter

Dear Parishioners & Friends:

We’re still very much in the Easter Season with our alleluias and Easter lilies! Perhaps we’re tired of feasting on
the chocolate bunnies and the Easter Ham? In the Easter season, let us feast on the spirit of gratitude that our
Savior has triumph over sin and death.

Please join us in praying for our five Catechumens and Candidates who were fully welcomed into the Catholic
Church and our parish community at the Easter Vigil Mass two weeks ago: Wendy Casiano, Victor Franklin, Dawon
Johnson, Alyse Mora, Ruben Rivera. May they be enriched and empowered by the light and mercy of the
Resurrected Christ. We wish to thank Deacon Michel Hodge and Stacey Hodge, our RCIA Coordinators, for
leadership and dedication in preparing them.

Within the Easter Season, we are reminded of our “Easter Duty”. The Catholic Church requires baptized Catholics
to observe the following: The obligation, the privilege of receiving the Eucharist at least once a year --- often
called “Easter duty”. For those in the state of grace, this should still be fulfilled during the period from the First
Sunday of Lent, March 5-6, 2022 to Trinity Sunday, June 12, 2022. However, the Church’s law does permit this
precept to be fulfilled at another time during the year when there is a just cause.

Also, within the Easter Season, we celebrate a VERY special day, Mother’s Day, next Sunday, May 8. On this day,
we will honor Mothers in five memorable ways:

First, we will honor mothers, grandmothers, great grandmothers, mothers-in-law, godmothers, foster
mothers and mother figures by offering a Novena of Masses (Nine Masses) for them whether they are
with us or gone home to the Lord. Envelopes were included in the envelope packet that was mailed
to your home. At this time, we do not have extra envelopes. For your convenience, we have created
an attractive flier, which can be found in the vestibule or on-line.

PLEASE NOTE: We will follow the same protocols as we did with the All Souls Novena by placing
your envelopes on the altar for the Mother’s Day Mass Remembrance/Novena.

Second, we will honor the oldest living Mother in attendance at each Mass.
Third, we will honor the family with the highest number of multiple generations of mothers present

at each Mass. (For example, a great-great grandmother, great grandmother, grandmother, mother
and daughter)

Fourth, we will honor all Mothers by inviting them into the sanctuary for their annual Mother’s Day
Blessings.
e Fifth, we will honor all Mothers at Mass with a small token of appreciation.

Bendiciones de Pascua,

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One of Jesus’s last experiences with his disciples was to share a meal with them. At that meal, which we call the Last
Supper, he washed their feet, giving them an example of selfless service. He gave them his flesh and blood to eat and
drink, commanding them to share the Eucharist in his memory. He instructed them in a new commandment, telling
them to love one another and that this is the sign by which others would know them as his followers. His final meal was
a commissioning service for his disciples, giving them a set of “marching orders” to follow in spreading his message and

the good news of God’s reign.

In today’s gospel, we hear about another meal that Jesus has with his disciples. This one happens after his resurrection.
Notice how Jesus gives them an abundance of food even after they labored all night and caught nothing. He feeds them
breakfast, nourishing their bodies after an exhausting night of hard labor. Then he teaches them, showing what it
means to truly love him. If you love me, he tells Peter, you must take care of those who matter to me by feeding them.
Finally, he gives them a lesson in forgiveness and reconciliation by welcoming Peter back as the leader of that first

group, even after the humiliation of his public denials.
Jesus’s final acts of teaching, in both his earthly and risen life, take place in meals.

As | was praying with this gospel, | remembered how major events when | was growing up happened around my family’s
kitchen table. One of the most important was when my sisters and | met with my mother at that table, in the house

where we grew up, to plan her homegoing service. My mother chose the Bible readings she wanted, and the songs she

wanted (and made clear which ones were not to be sung!) She was particular about the dress she wanted for the

viewing, and who could speak — and for how long! But most of all, she told us how she wanted to be remembered:

“They them | tried to learn how to love.”

We gather around the table of God’s altar, and Jesus tells us how he wants us to remember him. We keep his memory
alive when we care for those who are the most vulnerable among us; these are God’s lambs. We keep alive the memory
of Jesus when we work for a more just world; that’s what it means to wash the feet of even those we despise. We
remember Jesus when we pray for peace in Ukraine, in the Sudan, on New York’s streets and subways, and in our
homes; that’s what it means to love one another. Finally, we remember Jesus when we take time to rest and refresh
ourselves after exhausting work and hard labor; because Jesus wants to feed us by reminding us that we are loved. We

are loved and more precious to God than we can ever understand.

Every time we come to mass, we remember Jesus and the meals he had with his disciples. But even more, our mass is

Jesus’ meal with us, as he feeds us and strengthens us to keep his memory alive in our world.

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Una de las ultimas experiencias de Jesus con sus discipulos fue compartir una comida con ellos. En esa
comida, que llamamos La Ultima Cena, les lavo los pies, dandoles ejemplo de servicio desinteresado. Les dio
de comer y beber su carne y su sangre, mandandoles a compartir la Eucaristia en su memoria. Les instruy6
un mandamiento nuevo, diciéndoles que se amen unos a otros y que esta es la sefial por la cual los demas los
reconocerian como su seguidores. Su ultima comida fue un servicio de comision para sus discipulos, dandoles
un conjunto de "6rdenes de marcha" para seguir en la difusion de su mensaje y las buenas nuevas del Reino
de Dios.

En el evangelio de hoy, escuchamos acerca de otra comida que JesUs tiene con sus discipulos. Este sucede
después de su Resurreccion. Note cémo Jesus les da comida en abundancia incluso después de que
trabajaron toda la noche y no pescaron nada. Les da de comer el desayuno, nutriendo sus cuerpos después
de una noche agotadora de duro trabajo. Luego les ensefia, mostrandoles lo que significa amarlo de verdad.
Si me amas, le dice a Pedro, debes cuidar a los que me importan alimentandolos. Finalmente, les da una
leccion de perddn y reconciliacion al acoger de nuevo a Pedro como lider de ese primer grupo, incluso
después de la humillaciéon de sus negaciones publicas. Los ultimos actos de ensefianza de Jesus, tanto en su
vida terrenal como resucitada, tienen lugar en las comidas.

Mientras oraba con este evangelio, recordé cdmo sucedieron eventos importantes cuando era nifio alrededor
de la mesa de la cocina de mi familia. Uno de los mas importantes fue cuando mis hermanas y yo nos
reunimos con mi madre en esa mesa, en la casa donde crecimos, para planear su servicio de bienvenida. Mi
madre escogio las lecturas de la Biblia que queria, y las canciones que queria (jy dejé en claro cuales no
debian cantarse!) Ella fue particular sobre el vestido que queria para la velacién, y quién podia hablar, jy por
cuanto tiempo! Pero sobre todo, nos dijo como queria ser recordada: “Ellos, a los que traté de aprender a
amar’.

Nos reunimos alrededor de la mesa del altar de Dios, y Jesus nos dice como quiere que lo recordemos.
Mantenemos viva su memoria cuando nos preocupamos por aquellos que son los mas vulnerables entre
nosotros; estos son los corderos de Dios. Mantenemos viva la memoria de Jesus cuando trabajamos por un
mundo mas justo; eso es lo que significa lavar los pies incluso de aquellos a quienes despreciamos.
Recordamos a Jesuls cuando oramos por la paz en Ucrania, en Sudan, en las calles y el metro de Nueva York
y en nuestros hogares; eso es lo que significa amarse unos a otros. Finalmente, recordamos a Jesus cuando
tomamos tiempo para descansar y refrescarnos después del trabajo agotador y el trabajo duro; porque Jesus
guiere alimentarnos recordandonos que somos amados. Somos amados y mas preciosos para Dios de lo que
jamas podremos entender.

Cada vez que venimos a misa, recordamos a JesUs y las comidas que tuvo con sus discipulos. Pero ain mas,
nuestra Misa es la comida de Jesls con nosotros, mientras nos alimenta y nos fortalece para mantener viva
Su memoria en nuestro mundo.

Pope Francis has called for a worldwide synod of the Catholic Church to consider how we can best fulfill the mission of

the Church in our world today (see our website for Our Holy Father’s talks). This will be a two-year process. The first step
is to get some input from the people of the Church. To accomplish this, parishes and other Catholic organizations around
the world are having “listening sessions” to answer a number of questions. Please note that this is not about any change
in the doctrines or teachings. Nor is it discussion or a time to share your experiences. It is a time to talk about your vision

for the future of the Catholic Faith.

The information that is gathered will then be compiled with that of the other parishes in North Manhattan Deanery and
sent down to the Archdiocese where it will be compiled with responses from the other counties and then on to the
Bishops Conference of the United States. In 2023, all information from around the world will be compiled at the Vatican

where the Pope, the bishops and others will discuss it all.

The 12 in-person deanery listening sessions were successful with more than 2,000 attendees. For those who were not

able to attend, the Archdiocese is holding an online listening session on Wednesday evening, May 4 at 6:30. You may

register at www.archny.org/listeningsession. There is also a page on their website where individuals may submit

responses to the questions at www.archny.org/synod/contact-us. This page will be available until May 1.
