PASTOR REPORT

Dear Parishioners-

As we know, November is the month to remember the de-
ceased, those who have gone before us marked with the sign
of faith. | would like to take this time to talk about various as-
pects of how we can best remember the dead and honor their
lives in a sacred way.

Cremation has been acceptable in the Catholic Church for dec-
ades. With this in mind, we must look to the latest Vatican di-
rectives under Pope Francis. CNN news spoke about this in the
article,

In the October 25, 2016 news, it states, ‘cremated remains
should be kept in a sacred place such as a cemetery. Ashes
should not be divided between family members, in pieces of
jewelry or other objects. The Vatican is concerned about

from deeply nihilistic (rejection of all religious and moral princi-
ples in the belief that life is meaningless) to New Age-y ideas to
the trivialization of dead bodies.”

If anyone of us struggles with this, | would encourage you to
take this to prayer and study, rather than react negatively see-
ing this as ‘just another rule that the Church is trying to impose
on us.’ Every life is sacred including our own. It is good to ask
ourselves, ‘How would | want my own body after being dead to
be treated?’ Think of the golden rule.

Even more so, | would encourage you to write down the names
of the dead in the Book of the Dead during this month of No-
vember. The Lord God and the Church has given us the
‘Spiritual Memorial Month,’ not just the last Monday in May to
recognize the dead.
