Let us pray for all those who have 
been victims of church and school shootings.

Norbert parishioner, is serving our Lord 
and the St. Norbert community as 
lector, eucharistic minister and sacristan. 
During Saturday evening vigil Masses, 
he enjoys being on what he calls "team 
sacristan" with his Mass buddies, Robin 
Randall and Denise Bittel. 

Kevin says he is inspired by the sin-
cere and deep faith present in his fellow 
parishioners and priests at St. Norbert.  

“We are so very blessed to be guided 
in our faith journey by Fr. John and Fr. 
Erialdo because they are truly holy and 
deeply caring priests,” Kevin says. “And 
John Erhard is the best faith-enriching 
music director we could possibly have. 

It's such a great time to be here. I have 
made many longtime friends, family re-
ally, at the Saturday Mass. I look forward 
to being with them and our dedicated 
priests every week at Mass because it's 
so filled with love. It's like coming home."

After working in the business world 
for nearly three years, Mateo Mur-

guia wanted a career change. 
“My mom is a teacher and I grew up
