SIXTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME FEBRUARY 15, 2026
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Today is the Sixth Sunday of Ordinary Time and our first reading 
is from the Book of Sirach, saying, “if you choose to keep the 
Commandments they will save you, if you trust in God you will 
live.” Sirach goes on to point out that man has before him a 
choice between good and evil. You choose daily between God 
and the world, between life and death. What are you choosing? 
Jesus continues teaching His Sermon on the Mount in today’s 
Gospel. He tells His followers, “Do not think I have come to 
abolish the law and the Prophets, I have come to fulfill the law, 
until heaven and earth passes away not the smallest letter will 
pass from the law.” Jesus goes on to dissect the Commandments, 
giving His followers a deeper understanding. He gets to the 
crucial meaning of each law, which is meant to change your 
behavior and expand your heart. His teachings include anger, 
settling disputes with others, adultery, divorce, and swearing 
false oaths. He insists that your ‘yes’ must mean yes and your 
‘no’ must mean no, for anything else is from the evil one.  
Keeping the smallest letter of God’s law means never abusing or 
demeaning another person.  Are you willing to go the distance 
for Christ and repair any broken relationships in your life, leaving 
your gifts at the altar until you do? Saint Paul teaches, “eye has 
not seen and ear has not heard what God has prepared for those 
who love Him.”  SHOW CHRIST YOUR LOVE FOR HIM BY 
HOLDING FIRM IN KEEPING THE COMMANDMENTS, RECEIVE

C O N T A C T  I N F O R M A T I O N
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First Reading: Sirach 15:15-20 
This passage from Sirach gives strong, unequivocal emphasis 
to free will in every person. Before each of us is set, sin or 
virtue, life or death, and each of us are free to choose the one 
or the other. 
Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 2:6-10 
Paul explains to the Corinthians that there are two different 
kinds of wisdom — the wisdom of God and the wisdom of the 
world. The wisdom of God is mysterious, but this wisdom has 
been revealed “to those who love him” through the Spirit. 
Gospel: Matthew 5:17-37 
In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus tells the people he has 
come to fulfill the law. He speaks strongly against murder and 
anger, against adultery and lust, and against false oaths and 
lies. He warns the people that unless their virtue exceeds that 
of the Pharisees, they “will not enter the kingdom of God.”
