Ask
God to show you how to be the very best person He
wants you to be each and every day. This way, you
will be ready for Jesus when He returns!

In this scripture, Pilate talks to Jesus and asks if
He is the King of the Jews. Jesus answers by telling
him that His kingdom is not of this world. He says
that he is here to spread and testify to the truth, and
that everyone who favors the truth will listen to
him. Are you listening to Jesus’ message about the
truth? He wants you to hear His voice.
