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My dear parishioners,

Summertime has finally arrived! Please remember, starting July 1st through Labor Day September 2nd, our
summer schedule will kick in. Weekend Masses will continue as follows: on Saturday at 8:30 AM, 5PM, and 7PM
(Spanish Mass remains unchanged), and on Sunday at 7:15 AM, 9:15 AM, 11:15 AM, and 5PM. Please note that our
weekday 12PM Mass will be suspended beginning Tuesday, July 1, and will resume on Tuesday, September 2.

Last Friday, we celebrated the Feast of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus. As you could see, I placed our statue of
the Sacred Heart of Jesus in a prominent position by the altar for the weekend of Corpus Christi through Friday
the 27th. This is really to highlight the connection between the Sacred Heart of Jesus and the Most Blessed
Sacrament. We, as Catholics, need the Precious Body and Blood of Christ to live strong faith-filled lives. We also
need time to come quietly before the Blessed Sacrament in prayer, petition and thanksgiving. As we consider,
Jesus Christ our brother and savior, we reflect on this beautiful new statue donated to us by a devout
parishioner several months ago. As I mentioned in my homily last weekend, please note his caring face, his heart
open for love for all, his pierced hands which reach out to all and his feet. Note the dirty toenails reminding us
that life is a messy business and Christ walked dusty roads to bring salvation to many. Let’s never be afraid, if
you will, to challenges, tasks, and making difficult decisions centering on Christ’s peace for us and those we are
connected.

As we celebrate the Feasts of St. Peter and St. Paul this weekend, we reflect on St. Peter, a strong impetuous
man who followed all for Christ. This impetuous man who made mistakes and yet who was given the
responsibility of the first Pope. Christ understands our frailty and empowers us to be who he invites us to be. St.
Paul initially hated Christ and hated Christians. He was a strong persecutor of the early Christian church. Christ
called him by name, and he was brought to the house of the elders where he was forgiven by the Christian
community and embraced. He then, with Peter, became a champion for the early Christian community
navigating difficult decisions in uniting Jewish and Christian converts who came with very different customs and
values.

I am so proud of our SVM parish. We are filled with people who are thoughtful, generous and willing to sacrifice.
Our first initiative in many years of donating gently used items was a tremendous success, our van had to be
emptied 3 times! The beautiful gifts you gave are now being used by our brothers and sisters in Paterson and
Dover. Thanks also to our Diocesan Initiative we received many bags of rice and anti-bacterial wipes, which is
what our parish was asked to collect for the food pantries in Paterson and Dover. I am in the process of
renewing a former outreach group regarding assisting in acts of charity. The primary group will support that of
the working poor. Anyone who would like to be part of this group, email me directly.

Fr. Jose spent two special weeks with his family in Mexico, he returned late last Wednesday, we look forward to
hearing his stories and are glad to have him home.

Our beloved Fr. Yojan is spending his first weekend in Resurrection in Randolph and formally begins as their
pastor on Tuesday, July Ist. We extend to him our prayers and love as he takes on the responsibility for this
faith-filled community and continues to be director of Catechesis for the diocese. We look forward to having Fr.
Yojan visits us frequently, there will always be a place for him in our guest room. Thank you, Fr., Yojan for being
an inspiring priest to us, blessed are the people of Resurrection as they begin to love and support you just as we
always will.
