Saint Agnes of Rome, virgin, and martyr, was born in 291 AD to a 
Christian family. She was exceptionally beautiful and had many suitors. 
She refused them all, saying she had made a promise to God to never 
stain her purity. When the young men of high stature came to her, she 
would say, "Jesus Christ is my spouse."

Great resentment grew and the men began to accuse her of being a 
Christian. In one incident, Procop, the governor's son, became very angry
 when she refused him. He tried to win her for his wife by offering her 
many riches, but she kept saying she was promised to the Lord of the 
universe. "He is more splendid than the sun and the stars and He said he 
will never leave me." In great anger, Procop also accused her of being a 
Christian and brought her to his father. He too offered her many riches which she
refused. Finally he put her in chains, but her lovely face shone with joy.

Next, he sent her to a place of sin, but an Angel protected her. At last, she was
sentenced to death and even the pagans cried for such a beautiful girl. Yet Agnes was as
happy as a bride on her wedding day, paying no attention to those who begged her to
save herself. "I would offend my Spouse," she said, " if I were to try to please you. He
chose me first and He shall have me!" Then she prayed and bowed her head for the
death stroke of the sword.

She died a virgin-martyr at the age of 12 or 13 on January 304. She is the patron saint of
young girls, rape survivors and the Children of Mary.
