Dear Parishioners and Friends:

“Strive to enter through the narrow gate, for
many, | tell you, will attempt to enter but will
not be strong enough.” [Luke 13: 24]

So what is this spiritual strength that we
need to persevere in faith, to recognize Christ
present in our neighbor, to be a humble stew-
ard of God'’s gifts and use our time wisely to
follow in the way of Jesus? Because we are
disciples it IS a kind of discipline which is men-
tioned in the second reading, from Hebrews.
Yes, we wrestle with learning stewardship as a
sacrificial love, a self-less love, that admits our
own foibles and weaknesses. But more than
all this, the particular strength that we need to
“enter the narrow gate” is ironically a persistent
openness.

The way of the “narrow gate” is not the easy
route, but the committed one, that is mindful of
the many blessings already entrusted to us as
stewards of the mysteries of God. A good
steward receives God’s gifts gratefully, cher-
ishes them, shares them, and returns them to
God with interest. This way does not have an
agenda or an ideology except to keep one’s
eyes fixed on Jesus and to press on in the ser-
vice of God’s glory.

Question for the week: What door to my
neighbor will I open this week? How do | wel-
come the stranger?

Word for the week: discipline comes from the
Latin DISCIPLINA which means teaching or
instruction. A true disciple humbly welcomes
each person with kindness and mercy, espe-
cially those least likely to be invited to a dinner

party.
