A message from Fr. Jerome
Marriage - A Three Ring Circus?

This coming Wednesday, January 25", our Parochial Vicar here
at Our Lady of Good Counsel, Father Dessier, will celebrate his
32" anniversary as a Priest. Congratulations Father! That is a
great accomplishment. To stay faithful in one’s vocation in life
is not always easy at times let me tell you! Not only Priests
have a vocation, but married people also do as well. To stay
faithful in marriage is probably tougher than the priesthood! To
get married is one thing but to stay married well, that’s another!
A comedian was once asked why he never got married. He re-
sponded, “Well, marriage is nothing but a three ring circus.
There’s the engagement ring, the wedding ring, and suffering!”
Well, of course, that’s an extreme view. No vocation is easy but
marriage can be beautiful when it is lived out with devotion,
unselfishness, and sacrifice.

A few years ago, | renewed the vows of a couple who had been
married for 75 years-incredible! Both of them were in their mid
-nineties. I asked them how they had persevered for so many
years. The wife replied, “Father, I’ll tell you- I kept my mouth
shut!” That’s not such a bad policy at times.

Catholic marriage is different. The Church defines it as a Cove-
nant. A Covenant is a sacred union or bond between persons, as
we all know, part of the marriage ceremony is the “Taking of
the vows” or the giving of consent. Just before the vows, the
Priest asks the couple three questions which are very signifi-
cant: “Have you come here freely and without reservation to
give yourselves to each other in marriage?” “Will you love and
honor each other for the rest of your lives? And: “Will you ac-
cept children lovingly from God and bring them up according
to Christ and His Church?” Three very important questions that
should be taken seriously by Brides and Grooms.
Perhaps the reason why many marriages today wind up being
“Three ring circuses” can be explained by the fact that these
“Three Goods” of marriage-unity, fidelity and openness to chil-
dren have been forgotten and neglected by a good number of
people.

Back in the 1960’s the Beatles sang a very catchy song entitled,
“All you need is love-love, love love!” Some of you might re-
member it. Sure love is an essential ingredient in making a mar-
riage work. But love has to move beyond the “Honeymoon
stage” and grow into something deeper- a sacrificial type of
love.

Many times in planning a wedding mass, a Bride and Groom
will choose a beautiful passage of Saint Paul to the Corinthians
that is descriptive of love: “Love is patient, Love is kind, it is
not self-seeking, it is not rude, it is not prone to anger-it hopes
all things, believes all things, endures all things.” Actually,
Saint Paul in this letter lists fifteen qualities of mature Christian
love. Again, imagine if more people at the wedding really lis-
tened to that reading and put it into practice in their own mar-
ried lives-what a change there would be!

Christ too should be a “Third Partner” in every marriage. At
times in every relationship, even the best, there are stresses and
strains. The wine of love can “Go flat” or even run dry. It’s at
times like this that Jesus who changed the water into wine at the
wedding Feast of Cana, can restore what was gone and make it
even better. All we have to do is to ask Him! At this Holy mass
today, may we especially pray for all married couples that they
may persevere in happiness and love for many more years to
come!

Permanecer fiel en la propia vocacion en la vida
no siempre es facil a veces, jdéjame decirte! No sdlo los sacerdo-
tes tienen vocacion, sino también los casados. jPermanecer fiel
en el matrimonio es probablemente mas dificil que el sacerdocio!
jCasarse es una cosa pero mantenerse bien casado es otra!
Una vez le preguntaron a un comediante por qué nunca se caso.
El respondid: “Bueno, el matrimonio no es mas que un circo de
tres pistas. jEsta el anillo de compromiso, el anillo de bodas y el
sufrimiento! Bueno, por supuesto, esa es una vision extrema.
Ninguna vocacion es fécil, pero el matrimonio puede ser hermo-
so cuando se vive con devocion, desinterés y sacrificio.
Hace unos afios, renové los votos de una pareja que habia estado
casada durante 75 afos, jincreible! Ambos estaban a mediados
de los noventa. Les pregunté como habian perseverado durante
tantos afios. La esposa respondi6: "Padre, te diré: jmantuve la
boca cerrada!" Esa no es una politica tan mala a veces.

El matrimonio catolico es diferente. La Iglesia lo define como
una Alianza. Un Pacto es una union o vinculo sagrado entre per-
sonas, como todos sabemos, parte de la ceremonia del matrimo-

nio es la “Toma de los votos” o la entrega del consentimiento.

Justo antes de los votos, el Sacerdote hace a la pareja tres pre-
guntas muy significativas: “;Habéis venido aqui libremente y sin
reservas para daros el uno al otro en matrimonio?” “; Se amaran

y se honrarén el uno al otro por el resto de sus vidas? Y:
“(Aceptaras con amor a los hijos de Dios y los criards segln
Cristo y su Iglesia?” Tres preguntas muy importantes que los

novios y las novias deben tomar en serio.
Quizas la razon por la que muchos matrimonios hoy en dia aca-
ban siendo “Tres pistas de circo” puede explicarse por el hecho

de que estos “Tres Bienes” de unidad matrimonial, fidelidad y

apertura a los hijos han sido olvidados y descuidados por un buen
namero de personas.

En la década de 1960, los Beatles cantaron una canciéon muy
pegadiza titulada "jTodo lo que necesitas es amor, amor, amor,
amor!" Algunos de ustedes pueden recordarlo. Seguro que el
amor es un ingrediente esencial para que un matrimonio funcio-
ne. Pero el amor tiene que ir més alla de la “etapa de luna de
miel” y convertirse en algo més profundo: un tipo de amor sacri-
ficial.

Muchas veces al planear una misa de boda, la Novia y el Novio
elegiran un hermoso pasaje de San Pablo a los Corintios que
describe el amor: “El amor es paciente, el amor es bondadoso, no
es egoista, no es grosero, no es propenso a la ira: todo lo espera,
todo lo cree, todo lo soporta”. De hecho, San Pablo en esta carta
enumera quince cualidades del amor cristiano maduro. Una vez
mas, imaginense si mas personas en la boda realmente escucha-
ran esa lectura y la pusieran en practica en sus propias vidas ma-
trimoniales, jqué cambio seria!

Cristo también deberia ser un “tercer socio” en cada matrimonio.
A veces, en todas las relaciones, incluso en las mejores, hay ten-
siones y tensiones. El vino del amor puede "desvanecerse" o
incluso secarse. Es en momentos como este que Jesus, quien
transformo el agua en vino en las bodas de Cana, puede restaurar
lo que se habia ido y hacerlo atin mejor. Todo lo que tenemos
que hacer es pedirselo a El! jEn esta Santa Misa de hoy, oremos
especialmente por todas las parejas casadas para que puedan
perseverar en la felicidad y el amor por muchos afios mas!
