A Note from our Music Director

Peter Brockmann

In today’s Gospel, a lawyer asks Jesus, “Who is my
neighbor?”” hoping for a clear-cut answer that keeps
things manageable. But Jesus responds with the
parable of the Good Samaritan—a story that turns the
question around. It’s not about defining

who qualifies as a neighbor, but about just being one.
The Samaritan acts with compassion, stepping
beyond social divisions and personal inconvenience.
His love is costly, practical, and deeply human. This
is the kind of mercy Jesus calls us to—not
theoretical, not selective, but embodied in real, self-
giving action.

That’s why our Communion song today, Faith, Hope
and Love, is fitting. These virtues aren’t abstract
ideals—they’re lived out when we show up for
someone in need, when we risk comfort to extend
kindness. Faith trusts in God, hope believes that love
is stronger than fear, and love? Love is what the
Samaritan does. Love binds wounds. Love pays the
cost. Love says: I see you, and I won’t pass by.

As we process at the Eucharist time, we know that
we are about to receive the very love Christ poured
out for us. We are then sent to carry that love into the
world—to be neighbors not just to those like us, but
to anyone in need.

Who is my neighbor? Jesus shows us: the one in
need. And he asks us to go and do likewise. Let us
sing,
