A Note from our Music Director

This weekend we celebrate the Feast of Christ
the King, the final Sunday of the liturgical year.
Our Gathering Song, To Jesus Christ, Our Sover-
eign King, makes a bold proclamation: Christ is
our true ruler, the One to whom all authority and
loyalty ultimately belong.

The hymn was written in 1941 by Fr. Martin Hell-
riegel, a German-born American priest living through
a time when nations were claiming total allegiance
and political ideologies were demanding the devotion
that we believe belongs to God alone. His lyric echoes
the very purpose of this feast, established in 1925 by
Pope Pius XI, who wanted Christians to remember
that no earthly power—political, military, or cultur-
al—can claim our hearts the way Christ can.

For those of us who grew up in constitutional mon-
archies, like Canada, the word “king” can feel ceremo-
nial or symbolic. But in a constitutional republic such
as the United States, the word can sound almost for-
eign—especially in a country founded on the rejection
of kings and hereditary aristocracy and monarchy. Just
five months ago, some even participated in a “No
Kings” protest, which did serve as a reminder of our
national origin.

And yet, calling Christ “King” is not about advo-
cating a political system. It is a theological claim.
Christ’s kingship does not resemble hereditary power
or authoritarian rule. His throne is the Cross; His reign
is one of mercy, justice, and self-giving love. His au-
thority invites, but never coerces. When we sing this
hymn, we remind ourselves that our highest allegiance
is not to any earthly leader or party, but to the One
whose kingdom is truth, peace, and life.

May Christ our Sovereign King guide our parish,
our community, and our hearts.
