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From the Pastor’s Desk

“From The Cross to the
Empty Tomb!”

We can only imagine the sadness
and despair on the part of the
apostles and women who
followed Jesus upon witnessing His passion, and death
on the Cross. They had followed Jesus closely during His
earthly mission, listening to His words, witnessing His
healings and welcoming sinners and outcasts. Now, all
seemed to be lost, and they were rightfully
sad. However, early in the morning on the first day of
the week, when Mary Magdalen visits Jesus’ tomb, she is
shocked to find that He is not there. She is frightened,
not fully understanding what has happened, but goes to
the apostles telling them: “They have taken the Lord
from the tomb, and we don’t know where they have put
Him!” Both Peter and John run to the tomb and find it
empty with the burial cloths neatly folded. Today’s
Gospel tells us that John got to the tomb first and went
in, and though neither he nor Peter fully comprehended
everything, we are told that “They saw, and they
believed!” Later, the risen Christ would appear to Mary
Magdalen and to the other apostles in order to prove to
them the reality of His resurrection. Christ is risen from
the dead! Those words have become the cornerstone
and foundation of our Christian faith! Following
Pentecost and once empowered with the gifts of the
Holy Spirit, the apostles would proclaim this message of
Good News to the whole world!

What does the resurrection mean, if not that God is ever
faithful to His promises. Though we had fallen into sin,
God never abandoned us. He made His covenant with
Abraham, led His people from slavery to freedom under
the leadership of Moses and Aaron and through the
prophets reminded the people to remain faithful to the
covenant and to continue to hope for salvation. In
fulfillment of His promise, God sent His son, Jesus to be
our savior and redeemer. Jesus willingly sacrificed His
life on the Cross in order to take away our sins and
through His resurrection, has given us the hope of
eternal life. The long journey of Lent is over, and we have
walked with Jesus during Holy Week through His passion,
and now we glory in the victory of His resurrection!

How do we experience the presence of the risen Lord in
our lives? Although Jesus is no longer physically present
to us as He was to His disciples, He is present to us in the
Sacrament of His Body and Blood which we receive in
Holy Communion. In our sharing in the Eucharistic
banquet, we partake of the risen Christ and are

empowered to be His presence in our world today. May
the same spirit of joy that filled the hearts of the first
disciples will our hearts as well to bring the good news of
Christ’s victory to all. May the light of the risen Christ be
with all of you, today and all throughout this season of
joy. Happy Easter! Christis risen! He is truly risen!

Solo podemos imaginar la tristeza y la desesperacion por
parte de los apdstoles y las mujeres que siguieron a Jesus
al presenciar su pasidon y muerte en la cruz. Habian
seguido de cerca a JesUs durante su misidén terrenal,
escuchando sus palabras, presenciando sus curaciones y
dando la bienvenida a los pecadores 'y
marginados. Ahora, todo parecia estar perdido, y
estaban justamente tristes. Sin embargo, temprano en
la mafiana del primer dia de la semana, cuando Maria
Magdalena visita la tumba de Jesus, se sorprende al
descubrir que El no estd alli. Ella estd asustada, sin
entender completamente lo que ha sucedido, pero va a
los apdstoles diciéndoles: "jHan sacado al Sefor del
sepulcro y no sabemos dénde lo han puesto!" Tanto
Pedro como Juan corren a la tumba y la encuentran vacia
con las sabanas de la funeraria cuidadosamente
dobladas. El Evangelio de hoy nos dice que Juan llegd
primero al sepulcro y entrd, y aunque ni él ni Pedro
comprendieron completamente todo, se nos dice que
"iVieron y creyeron!" Mas tarde, Cristo resucitado se
apareceria a Maria Magdalena y a los demads apdstoles
para demostrarles la realidad de su resurreccion. jCristo
ha resucitado de entre los muertos! jEsas palabras se
han convertido en la piedra angular y el fundamento de
nuestra fe cristiana! Después de Pentecostés y una vez
empoderados con los dones del Espiritu Santo, los
apostoles proclamarian este mensaje de Buenas Nuevas
a todo el mundo. é{Qué significa la resurreccion, si no es
que Dios es siempre fiel a sus promesas?

The Canonization of Carlos Acutis on April 27, 2025

Carlos Acutis, a young ltalian Catholic, is set to be
canonized on April 27, 2025, by Pope Francis. Known for
his deep faith and love for the Eucharist, Carlos used his
skills in technology to promote the message of God. He
created a website documenting Eucharistic miracles
worldwide, bringing the beauty of the Eucharist to
people through modern means. Carlos died of leukemia
at just 15, and his life of holiness and devotion continues
to inspire many. His canonization is a reminder that
sanctity can be lived in everyday life, no matter the age.
