From the Pastor’s Desk

“Jesus, Lamb and Shepherd, Mary
and Mother”

On the grounds of St. Stephen’s
Catholic Church in Kearney, New Jersey there is a special shrine
dedicated to the memory of the “Four Chaplains.” During the
Second World War, the USS Dorchester, a vessel of the United
States Navy was torpedoed and sank. On board this ship were
four naval chaplains: a Jewish Rabbi, two Protestant Ministers
and one Catholic Priest, Father John Washington. It was Father
Washington who was instrumental in convincing the other
chaplains as well as himself to give their life jackets to sailors in
order to save their lives. All of them did, and all four chaplains
sacrificed their own lives in order to save others. The Gospel
this weekend speaks to us of Jesus who is our Good Shepherd
who has given His life for His sheep. He was the innocent Lamb
whose self-sacrifice on the Cross has taken away the sins of the
world. In the spirit of the joy of this Easter season, may we, His
sheep who listen to His voice and follow Him for He is the way
the truth and the life of all. As Jesus willingly gave His life on the
Cross for our eternal salvation, may we who follow Him be
willing to offer our lives in love and service to our brothers and
sisters, especially the most needy: the lonely, the sick, the aged,
the homeless and the dying. Doing this with love, may we all
one day be counted among those He has chosen and inherit the
gift of eternal life!

The month of May is lovingly dedicated to Mary, the Mother of
God and Mother of the Church. Among all the saints, she is the
most blessed because of her willingness to know and carry out the
will of God in her life. At the Annunciation, Mary accepted the
message of the angel Gabriel that she had been chosen from
among all women to be the human instrument by which our
eternal salvation would be accomplished. When Mary spoke her
“fiat” that is, “be it done unto me according to your word,” she
placed her life totally in the hands of God and became the mother
of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. As we celebrate Mother’s Day
this weekend, we ask God to bless, watch over and protect all of
our mothers: those who are still living with us here on earth, as well
as those who are living eternally with God in heaven. As Mary
loved and cherished her son, Jesus, so too may we be grateful and
thankful to all of our mothers for the unselfish love they give to
their children and families each day. To all of our mothers,
grandmothers and godmothers, a HAPPY MOTHER’S DAY WITH
LOVE TODAY AND EVERYDAY!
