From the Pastor’s Desk

“Breathing”

When was the last time that you
thought about breathing? Breathing is not something we
consciously think about, we just do it naturally. We take a
deep breath in, and exhale and we do this thousands of
times with consciously saying to ourselves: “I’'m going to
breathe now!”

Breathing is just something we do as part of being
alive. Breath has been a symbol of life from ancient
times. In the first account of creation from the Book of
Genesis the life-force or breath of the Creator swept over
the face of the waters and in the second account of creation
in the second chapter of Genesis, the first human becomes
a living being only when God breathes the breath of life into
his nostrils (Genesis 2:7).

On this Solemnity of Pentecost which we celebrate this
weekend, this same life-force recreates a frightened group
of Apostles into bold, courageous witnesses to the Gospel
of Christ. Intoday’s Gospel the Risen Christ breathes on His
disciples infusing them with the Holy Spirit. It is the same
breath of the Spirit by which they impart forgiveness of sins
and the Holy Spirit changes twelve ordinary men into wise
and fearless theologians who would literally renew the face
of the earth with the witness of the Gospel. Jesus Himself
had told them while still at the table of the Last Supper:
“The Advocate, the Holy Spirit whom the Father will send in
my name, will teach you everything and remind you of all
that | told you.” (John 14: 23b). Jesus will no longer be
present to them in the same way, but His presence will
manifest itself through the Holy Spirit. This Spirit would
sustain the Apostles for their mission in the early Church
and that same Spirit is still with us today. All of us first
received the Holy Spirit in the waters of Baptism and then
Confirmation. The same Spirit of Pentecost is given to us as
disciples of Jesus in our world. It is the Holy Spirit who
inspires our prayer, gives God’s wisdom to our words and
power to our actions as we strive to fully live our Catholic
Christian faith. The Holy Spirit is the heart and soul of our
faith.

The power of the Holy Spirit is as close to each and every
believer as is our very breath, taken deeply into our lungs
thousands of times each day, a constant and steady life-
giving force. Just as breath must be exhaled and cannot be
kept within us, so, too does the power of the Holy Spirit
direct us outward to mission, to proclaim the saving
message of Christ’s peace and love to the world! We
conclude with this special prayer invoking the Holy Spirit
into our lives: “Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your

faithful and kindle within us the fire of your love. Send
forth your Spirit, and we shall renew the face of the
earth!”

Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo,

éCudndo fue la Ultima vez que pensaron en el acto de
respirar? Respirar no es algo que usualmente hacemos de
manera consciente. Simplemente lo hacemos. Inhalamos,
exhalamos, miles de veces al dia, sin detenernos a
pensar: “Ahora voy a respirar”. Y sin embargo, sin ese
aliento, no podriamos vivir.

Respirar es algo que hacemos como parte de estar
vivos. La respiraciéon ha sido un simbolo de vida desde la
antigiiedad. En el primer relato de la creacién del Libro del
Génesis, la fuerza vital o aliento del Creador barrié la faz de
las aguas y en el segundo relato de la creacién en el segundo
capitulo del Génesis, el primer ser humano se convierte en
un ser vivo sélo cuando Dios sopla el aliento de vida en sus
fosas nasales (Génesis 2:7).

En esta solemnidad de Pentecostés, que celebramos este
fin de semana, esta misma fuerza vital recrea a un grupo de
Apostoles asustados en testigos audaces y valientes del
Evangelio de Cristo. En el Evangelio de hoy, Cristo
resucitado sopla sobre sus discipulos, infundiéndoles el
Espiritu Santo. Es el mismo soplo del Espiritu por el cual
imparten el perddén de los pecados y el Espiritu Santo
transforma a doce hombres ordinarios en tedlogos sabios e
intrépidos que literalmente renovarian la faz de la tierra con
el testimonio del Evangelio. Jesus mismo les habia dicho
cuando aln estaban sentados a la mesa de la Ultima Cena:
"El Paraclito, el Espiritu Santo, a quien el Padre enviard en
mi nombre, os lo ensefiara todo y os recordard todo lo que
os he dicho". (Juan 14:23b). Jesus ya no estard presente
para ellos de la misma manera, pero su presencia se
manifestard a través del Espiritu Santo. Este Espiritu
sostendria a los Apodstoles para su mision en la Iglesia
primitiva y ese mismo Espiritu todavia estd con nosotros
hoy. Todos nosotros recibimos primero el Espiritu Santo en
las aguas del Bautismo y luego de la Confirmacion.
