From the Pastor’s Desk

“Persistence In Prayer”

How many times in our lives have
we prayed the Lord’s Prayer? Itis
almost impossible to count since this is one of the basic
prayers of our Catholic Christian faith. The Lord’s Prayer
was perhaps the first prayer that we learned as
children. We pray this prayer at every Mass just before
receiving Holy Communion. In today’s Gospel Jesus
teaches His disciples the Lord’s Prayer by which we join
Him in prayer often. By sharing this prayer with us He
empowers us to call God our Father and at the same time
shares with us His own sonship. Jesus also adds a parable
as a meditation on what it means to be a father:
providing for needs with kindness and love.

Jesus tells a parable about a person who has a special
need. It is late at night, and a guest arrives
unexpectedly. He goes to his neighbor to ask for bread
to serve the guest. Even though the neighbor and his
family are sleeping, surely, he will respond. It is
completely unthinkable that a friend would deny
someone who is in need. A friend would respond by not
only giving what is asked for but would offer even
more. The point of this parable is that God’s response to
us when we are needy is like that of the generously giving
friend. God is ready to open the door to whoever knocks
and to give whatever we ask, just as parents desire to
provide for the needs of their children.

“And | tell you, ask and you will receive, seek and you
will find; knock and the door will be open to you. For
everyone who asks, receives, and the one who seeks,
finds, and to the one who knocks, the door will be
opened.” (Luke 11: 1-13)

One of the most powerful prayers, besides that of
Adoration, is the prayer of Petition. We should feel
honored when someone asks us for our prayers. | myself
have a special prayerbook for Priests that is filled with
pieces of paper on which are written names of persons
who have requested my prayers. |try to remember them
all each day in my daily prayers, especially before the
Blessed Sacrament. When we pray for others, we bring
God’s blessings and grace on ourselves as well. In
today’s first reading Abraham has no fear in his
conversation with God. He petitions God, not once or
twice, but six times to grant salvation to the righteous. In
the Gospel, Jesus responds to the request of His disciples
to “teach us to pray.” Jesus teaches them the pattern of
praise and petition in the prayer we have come to know
as the “Our Father.” He teaches them that both our
praise and petition must be persistent, that we must seek

the Lord always in prayer. May today’s readings teach
and inspire us to be persistent in our prayer to God,
especially for the needs of others. We can pray with
confidence and trust knowing and believing that God
always hears and will answer our prayers!

“La Persistencia en la Oracion”

¢Cudntas veces en nuestra vida hemos rezado el
Padrenuestro? Es casi imposible contarlas, ya que esta es
una de las oraciones fundamentales de nuestra fe
catolica cristiana. El Padrenuestro fue quizas la primera
oracién que aprendimos de niflos. Rezamos esta oracién
en cada misa, justo antes de recibir la Sagrada Comunion.
En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus ensefia a sus discipulos el
Padrenuestro, mediante el cual nos une a El en oracién
con frecuencia. Al compartir esta oraciéon con nosotros,
El nos da el poder de llamar a Dios “Padre” y, al mismo
tiempo, comparte con nosotros su propia filiacién divina.
Jesus también afiade una parabola como meditacién
sobre lo que significa ser padre: proveer con bondad y
amor.

JesUs cuenta una parabola sobre una persona que
tiene una necesidad especial. Es tarde en la noche y llega
un huésped inesperado. Va a casa de su vecino a pedirle
pan para servir al invitado. Aunque el vecino y su familia
estdn dormidos, seguramente respondera. Es
impensable que un amigo niegue ayuda a alguien
necesitado. Un verdadero amigo no solo dara lo que se
le pide, sino que ofrecerd auin mas. El propdsito de esta
pardbola es mostrarnos que la respuesta de Dios ante
nuestras necesidades es como la del amigo generoso.
Dios estd siempre dispuesto a abrir la puerta a quien
llamay adar lo que se le pide, asi como los padres desean
proveer para las necesidades de sus hijos.

“Y yo les digo: pidan y se les dard, busquen y

encontraran, llamen y se les abrird la puerta. Porque
todo el que pide, recibe; el que busca, encuentra; y al que
llama, se le abre.” (Lucas 11, 1-13)
Una de las oraciones mds poderosas, ademas de la
adoracidn, es la oracién de peticién. Debemos sentirnos
honrados cuando alguien nos pide que recemos por él.
Yo, personalmente, tengo un libro de oraciones especial
para sacerdotes, lleno de papeles con nombres de
personas que me han pedido oracién. Trato de
recordarlos a todos cada dia en mis oraciones diarias,
especialmente ante el Santisimo Sacramento. Cuando
oramos por los demds, también atraemos sobre nosotros
las bendiciones y la gracia de Dios. En la primera lectura
de hoy, Abraham no tiene miedo de hablar con Dios. Le
pide, no una ni dos veces, sino seis veces, que salve a los
justos. En el Evangelio, Jesus responde a la peticion de
sus discipulos: “Enséfianos a orar.” Jesus les ensefia el
modelo de alabanza y peticién en la oracién que hoy
conocemos como el “Padrenuestro.” El les ensefia que
tanto la alabanza como la suplica deben ser persistentes,
gue debemos buscar al Sefior siempre en la oracidn.

Que las lecturas de hoy nos ensefien e inspiren a ser
persistentes en nuestra oracidn a Dios, especialmente
por las necesidades de los demas. jPodemos orar con
confianza y con fe, sabiendo y creyendo que Dios
siempre escucha y respondera nuestras oraciones!
