As I reflect on the incredible success of this year’s #iGiveCatholic fundraising campaign, I’m 
reminded of this quote, known well in the Catholic community, “Children are not a distraction 
from more important work. They are the most important work.” Never question how 
important and impactful your donation aids in transforming the life of a child, this is the 
reason why I am so humbly and deeply grateful for your donation.  

We believe that through Christ’s calling, we are given the precious and sacred obligation to 
form each child to reach his or her fullest potential as God created them. The kingdom of 
heaven belongs to them, and no amount of other work should hinder our little ones.
