The church attempts to capbure ard express this fickleness in the litburgy today when
we efiter with palm branches singing songs of praise, ooly to ory ot in unison moments
later during the gospel *Crucify him! Crucify him"

Lukels gives & the episcde of the back-and-forth betwreen Pilate and Herod that is
absent in all other gespels Some scholars gee that Luke's Christology bears even on the
melationship bebween these bwo malers, who, ureitbingly through their encounter with
Christ "became friends that very day, / even though they bed been enemies formerty” Its
a8 though Christ has the power to bring friendship even among those who ae seeking to
have him executed.

The power of Christ is also on display in this gospel when Jesus prays from the cross,
“Father, forgive them.” The distinctly Lucan theme of forgiveness is on Jesus' lips at the
moment before his death. And the mercy of Jesus exdends even to a crimiral No other
evangelist tells this sbory, but instead simply rarmtes that two criminals were crucified
along with Jesus.

The grard themes that Luke employed in his gospel are on full display here: mercy and
forgiveniess, Let's soak up the gospe] today. Let's wave palm branches and sing songs of
praisewithout losing cursebves in 8 call to *Crucify himd Crocify him" But even if and per-
haps when, we do, we knowr that forgiveness aeaits fiom a memriful God.
