Reflecting on Living the Gospel

Mow we are in the midst of summer. July is around the corner and we are fully within
Ordinary Time. Today's gospel begine with the joumey to Jerealem, a section of the
goepe] that scholars call the major insertion, stretching from Luke 9:51 to 18:14. In this
section, Luke departs from his Markan source and uses material from other sourmes.
Some of the most cherished stories about Jeme are found in ths journey to Jensalem
section of the Gospel of Luke, which we begin reading tod=y

Jesum “resalutely determined” to make his way to Jerusalem, where the reader
knows what fate aeaits him. Jesus is not shy; be does not lack courage. Them is no
turning back.

Three examples of “would-be disciples” lustrate the point that there is no turning
back for the life of a true disciple. The first would-be disciple is told that discipleship
means a life of following, without even a place to rest one’s head. The second bas ar
firdsbed business, the burying of the dead; yet a life of discipleship still comes first.
And the third wants tosay good-biye, but here, too, a life of discipleship comes first.
The image is stark. Once one puts their hand to the plow there &8 oo urning back;,
there is mo wistful glance at what was left behind. This ideal may seem urattainable
bt it is the call of the disciple nevertheless. Jesus himsel sets the example.

Theme ismuch to learn on the journey to Jenmalem, Luke's Jesus has many parables
to teach, many examples to give, and some mbukes to issue. The conchuaion of this
ministry is the cross, the ultimate example of single-minded devotion that does oot
look back
