Baptism

Baptism is the sacrament of new life. It is the entrance gate and foundation
of the whole Christian existence. It is a sign of faith and conversion, of
turning one's life towards Jesus Christ. Baptism brings the task of a
lifelong growth and maturation in the faith, through Baptism we are
received into the Church. Parents seeking Baptism for their child must
apply at our Parish Office at least 3 months in advance.

Anointing of the Sick

Anointing of the Sick is the sacrament that is received by those who are ill

or suffering. By the sacred anointing and the prayer of the priest, the
whole Church commends those who are sick to Christ. The sick person
receives the Holy Spirit's gifts of strength, faith, peace, and courage, and
his or her suffering is united with the suffering of Christ for the building
up of the Church (Catechism of the Catholic Church [CCC], nos. 1520-23).

Matrimony

The Parish recognizes the importance of the marriage decision and seeks

to assist each couple with a period of preparation in which they will grow
in an ever deepening love for each other. Couples seeking marriage must
apply at our Parish Office at least 9 months in advance to allow this
preparation to be completed adequately.

Holy Orders

By virtue of our Baptism, all Christians are part of a common priesthood

of believers. We are all called to participate in Christ's mission.

Through the Sacrament of Holy Orders, bishops and priests are given a
special role in carrying out this mission. They exercise a ministerial
priesthood. Deacons also receive a special grace through ordination and
are called to assist the ministry of bishops and priests

[Catechism of the Catholic Church [CCC], nos. 1547,1554).

DECREE DISPENSING FROM THE OBLIGATION TO ATTEND SUNDAY MASS

By the Grace of God and the Apostolic See, Alberto Rojas, Bishop of San Bernardino
To all the faithful of the Diocese of San Bernardino

In light of the pastoral needs of our diocese and the concemns expressed by many of our brothers and sisters regarding
fears of attending Mass due to potential immigration enforcement actions by civil authorities, I, as your shepherd, issue
this decree in accordance with my authority under the Code of Canon Law, particularly Canon 87 §1, which states: “A
diocesan bishop, whenever he judges that it contributes to their spiritual good, is able to dispense the faithful from
universal and particular disciplinary laws issued for his territory or his subjects by the supreme authority of the Church.”

Recognizing that fear of immigration enforcement, such as raids by the U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement
(ICE), may deter some members of our diocese from fulfilling the obligation to attend Mass on Sundays and holy days of
obligation (cf. Canon 1247), and acknowledging that such fear constitutes a grave inconvenience that may impede the
spiritual good of the faithful, | hereby decree the following:

« Dispensation from the Obligation to Attend Mass: All members of the faithful in the Diocese of San
Bernardino who, due to genuine fear of immigration enforcement actions, are unable to attend Sunday Mass or
Masses on holy days of obligation are dispensed from this obligation, as provided for in Canon 1247, until such
time as this decree is revoked or amended.

o Encouragement of Alternative Spiritual Practices: Those dispensed from attending Mass are encouraged to
maintain their spiritual communion with Christ and His Church through acts of personal prayer, reading of
Sacred Scripture, or participation in devotions such as the Rosary or the Divine Mercy Chaplet. Where possible,
the faithful may also participate in televised or online Masses offered by the diocese or other reputable Catholic
sources.

o Pastoral Care and Assurance: Pastors, parochial vicars, and other pastoral ministers are to provide
compassionate support to those affected by this fear, ensuring that they feel welcomed and safe in our
communities. Parishes are encouraged to explore alternative means of catechesis and sacramental preparation
for those unable to attend regularly.

o Duration and Scope: This dispensation applies to all affected faithful within the territorial boundaries of the
Diocese of San Bernardino and remains in effect until further notice or until such time as the circumstances
necessitating this decree are sufficiently resolved.

In issuing this decree, | am guided by the Church's mission to care for the spiritual welfare of all entrusted to my care,
particularly those who face fear or hardship. | entrust this diocese to the intercession of Our Lady of Guadalupe,
patroness of the Americas, and invoke God's blessing upon all the faithful.

DECRETO DE DISPENSA DE LA OBLIGACION DE ASISTIR A MiSA EL DOMINGO

Por la gracia de Dios y de la Sede Apostolica, Alberto Rojas, Obispo de San Bemardino,
a todos los fieles de la Diocesis de San Bernardino

En vista de las necesidades pastorales de nuestra didcesis y la preocupacion que han expresado muchos de nuestros
hermanos y hermanas sobre el miedo de asistir a Misa por temor a posible actividad en contra de inmigrantes por parte
de las autoridades civiles, en calidad de su pastor, emito este decreto en virtud de la facultad que me confiere el Codigo
de Derecho Canénico, en particular el Canon 87 §1, que dice: «El Obispo diocesano, siempre que, a su juicio, ello
redunde en bien espintual de los fieles, puede dispensar a éstos de las leyes disciplinares tanto universales como
particulares promulgadas para su territorio o para sus subditos por la autoridad suprema de la Iglesiax.

Considerando que el temor a las medidas de control migratorio, como las redadas por parte del Servicio de Inmigracion
y Control Aduanas de los Estados Unidos (ICE), puede disuadir a algunos en nuestra diocesis de cumplir con la
obligacion de asistir a Misa los domingos y fiestas de precepto (cf. Canon 1247), y reconociendo que dicha aprension
constituye un grave inconveniente que puede perjudicar el bien espiritual de los fieles, por este conducto decreto lo
siguiente:

» Dispensa de la obligacion de asistir a la santa Misa: Todos los fieles de la Diocesis de San Bernardino que,
debido a un temor real a las actividades de las autoridades migratorias, no puedan asistir a la santa Misa los
domingos o fiestas de precepto, quedan dispensados de esta obligacion, segin dispone el Canon 1247, hasta
que se revoque o enmiende este decreto.

» Fomento de practicas espirituales alternativas: Se exhorta a quienes quedan dispensados de asistir a la
santa Misa a que mantengan su comunion espiritual con Cristo y su Iglesia ofreciendo su oracion personal,
leyendo las Sagradas Escrituras o participando en devociones como el Santo Rosario o la Coronilla de la
Divina Misericordia. Siempre que sea posible, los fieles pueden también participar en misas televisadas o en
linea ofrecidas por |a diocesis u otras fuentes catolicas reconocidas.

« Atencion y acompafiamiento pastoral: Los parrocos, vicarios parroquiales y otros ministros pastorales deben
brindar apoyo compasivo a los afectados por este temor, asegurandose de que se sientan bien recibidos y
seguros en nuestras comunidades. Hago un llamado a las parroquias a que exploren alternativas de
catequesis y preparacion sacramental para quienes no puedan asistir seglin el programa establecido.

» Duracion y ambito de aplicacion: Esta dispensa favorece a todos los fieles afectados dentro de los limites
territoriales de la Didcesis de San Bernardino y queda en vigor hasta nuevo aviso o hasta que las
circunstancias que hacen necesario este decreto se resuelvan lo suficiente.

Siguiendo la mision de la Iglesia, emito este decreto para velar por el bien espiritual del pueblo que Dios me ha
encomendado, y en particular de los que enfrentan temor o dificultades. Encomiendo esta diocesis a la intercesion de
Nuestra Sefora de Guadalupe, patrona de las Américas, e invoco la bendicion de Dios sobre todos los fieles.
