SACRAMENTAL INFORMATION
Baptism

Baptism is the sacrament of new life. It is the entrance gate and foundation
of the whole Christian existence. It is a sign of faith and conversion, of
turning one's life towards Jesus Christ. Baptism brings the task of a
lifelong growth and maturation in the faith, through Baptism we are
received into the Church. Parents seeking Baptism for their child must

apply at our Parish Office at least 3 months in advance.

Anointing of the Sick

Anointing of the Sick is the sacrament that is received by those who are ill

or suffering. By the sacred anointing and the prayer of the priest, the
whole Church commends those who are sick to Christ. The sick person
receives the Holy Spirit's gifts of strength, faith, peace, and courage, and
his or her suffering is united with the suffering of Christ for the building
up of the Church (Catechism of the Catholic Church [CCC], nos. 1520-23).
If you would like to receive the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick,
please call our Pastoral Care Coordinator at (760) 564 - 1255.

Matrimony

The Parish recognizes the importance of the marriage decision and seeks

to assist each couple with a period of preparation in which they will grow
in an ever deepening love for each other. Couples seeking marriage must
apply at our Parish Office at least 9 months in advance to allow this

preparation to be completed adequately.

Holy Orders

By virtue of our Baptism, all Christians are part of a common priesthood

of believers. We are all called to participate in Christ's mission.

Through the Sacrament of Holy Orders, bishops and priests are given a
special role in carrying out this mission. They exercise a ministerial
priesthood. Deacons also receive a special grace through ordination and
are called to assist the ministry of bishops and priests

[Catechism of the Catholic Church [CCC], nos. 1547,1554).

Since our journey began in 2019, we have walked a path marked by challenges and perseverance, navigating a global
pandemic, economic uncertainty, and rising costs. And ye, like the faithful widow praised by Jesus in Luke’s Gospel
(Luke 21:1-4), your steadfast gifts—offered in trust, love, and sacrifice—have sustained our mission. Thanks to the
generous contributions of over 1,400 donors, who have courageously answered the call to give. Yet, it is not only their
financial gifts we celebrate—it is also the countless prayers, intentions, and spiritual offerings from every corner of our
parish community. Whether you've offered a novena, whispered a prayer during Mass, or simply carried this campaign in
your heart, your spiritual support has been just as vital.
