 Exodus 20: 1-22 is where the Lord reveals the Ten Commandments. In Deuteronomy 30:10-14, Moses assures the people that the com-
mandments & statures of the LORD are neither too hard nor too remote: “No, it is something very near to you, already in your mouths and 
in your hearts, you only to carry it out.” (verses 11–14).  
 
In the Gospel of Luke, after Jesus replied to a scholar of the law by summarizing the Cores of God’s commandments -- love God and love 
your neighbor, Jesus then told him the parable of ‘a good Samaritan’.   
 
I believe God’s commandments do not exceed the human capacity to understand and perform them.
