Law lists the qualifications of the Confirmation Sponsor:

1. Be appointed by the candidate, by the parents or by the parish priest; the appointed person must be suitable
for this role and have the intention of fulfilling it;

2. Be not less than sixteen years of age, unless a different age has been stipulated by the

diocesan Bishop;

3. Be a catholic who has been confirmed and has received the blessed Eucharist, and who

lives a life of faith which befits the role to be undertaken;

4. Not labor under a canonical penalty, whether imposed or declared (is not excommunicated);

5. Not be either the father or the mother of the person to be confirmed.
