When he disembarked and saw the vast crowd, 
his heart was moved with pity for them, and he cured their 
sick.  When it was evening, the disciples approached him and 
said, “This is a deserted place and it is already late; 
dismiss the crowds so that they can go to the villages 
and buy food for themselves.” 
Jesus said to them, “There is no need for them to go away; 
give them some food yourselves.” 
But they said to him, 
“Five loaves and two fish are all we have here.” 
Then he said, “Bring them here to me, ” 
and he ordered the crowds to sit down on the grass.

Those who ate were about five thousand men, 
not counƟng women and children.

Jason 
will be leading each session, with topics that include the 10 commandments, the seven sacraments, prayer, scripture, the creed, and lots more. 
This program is open to anyone. Even if you have made your sacraments, this is a great opportunity to learn more about our faith.
