Those at higher risk of infecƟon may consider 
delaying their return to public Mass.  

• SaniƟzer dispensers are available at the entrance.  
• Face masks are required to enter the basilica. 
• Pews have been roped off to facilitate distancing. 
• Please maintain at least six feet of distance from other 

parƟes. 
• At this Ɵme, bathrooms are not in use.  
• The basilica is open every day from 8am to 6pm (on Sun-

days unƟl aŌer the last Mass). 
• Our parish office is open Monday-Friday from 9-5. 
• BapƟsms, funerals, and weddings may take place.  
• Most parish groups and events remain  
        suspended unƟl further noƟce.
