Second Sunday of Lent

Jesus had begun to teach his disciples who he was and what it meant to be called disciples.
Having forewarned them of his impending death and resurrection, he called Peter, James and
John aside to offer them a glimpse of the glory that was to come. The announcement of his
suffering and resurrection perplexed the disciples and raised troubling questions in their minds.
Through the transfiguration, Jesus reassured them strengthening their belief by a divine
revelation that gave a glimpse of the future heavenly kingdom.

The revelation was important. Jesus had told his followers that they were to walk in the way
he walked; to take up their cross just as he would; to become like their master. Lest they focus
morbidly on suffering and death, he showed them a little of the glorious life that awaits those
who follow him faithfully. Such a preview was meant to refresh the disciples and encourage
them to continue on with Jesus.

Saint Anastasius of Sinai urged all Christians: Become like Peter, caught up in the vision,
drawn away from this world and from earthly attractions. Leave the flesh behind and turn to
the Creator, to who Peter said in ecstasy, "Lord it is good for us to be here". It is good for us to
be there too, caught up with the Lord, drawn away from the attractions and cares of he world.
We are disciples of Jesus, learning continually what it means to follow him. We need to be
taught by Jesus daily. We must listen to God's voice summoning from the mountaintop. We
must haste there as Jesus did. We must be instructed, comforted and refreshed and, thus,
experience even now a share in the fullness we will know when Jesus comes in glory.

Segundo Domingo de Cuaresma

Jesus habia comenzado a ensefiar a sus discipulos quién era él y queé significaba ser llamado
discipulos. Habiéndoles advertido de su muerte y resurreccion que impedian la muerte, llamo
a un lado a Pedro, Santiago y Juan para ofrecerles un vistazo de la gloria que estaba por venir.
El anuncio de su sufrimiento y resurreccion dejo perplejos a los discipulos y suscito
inquietantes preguntas en sus mentes. A través de la transfiguracion, Jesus los tranquilizo
fortaleciendo su fe con una revelacion divina que les dio una idea del futuro reino celestial.
La revelacion fue importante. Jesus les habia dicho a sus seguidores que debian caminar en su
camino; para tomar su cruz como él lo haria; llegar a ser como su amo. Para que no se enfoquen
morbosamente en el sufrimiento y la muerte, les mostrd un poco de la vida gloriosa que espera
a quienes lo siguen fielmente. Tal vista previa tenia la intencion de refrescar a los discipulos y
animarlos a continuar con Jesus.

San Anastasio del Sinai exhort6 a todos los cristianos a ser como Pedro, atrapados en la vision,
alejados de este mundo y de las atracciones terrenales. Deja atras la carne y vuélvete al Creador,
a quien Pedro le dijo en éxtasis: "Sefior, bueno es que estemos aqui”. Es bueno para nosotros
estar alli también, arrebatados por el Sefior, alejados de las atracciones y preocupaciones del
mundo. Somos discipulos de Jesus, aprendiendo continuamente lo que significa seguirlo.
Necesitamos ser ensefiados por Jesus todos los dias. Debemos escuchar la voz de Dios
Ilamando desde la cima de la montafia. Debemos apresurarnos alli como lo hizo Jesus.
Debemos ser instruidos, consolados y refrescados y, por lo tanto, experimentar incluso ahora
una participacion en la plenitud que conoceremos cuando Jesus venga en gloria.

On the second Sunday of Lent

the Gospel reading proclaims the
story of Jesus’ Transfiguration.
This year, in Lectionary Cycle B,
we hear Mark’s report of this event.
In his Transfiguration, we see an anticipation of the glory of
Jesus’ Resurrection. In each of the reports of the
Transfiguration, Jesus instructs the disciples to keep secret
what they have seen until after the Son of Man has risen from
the dead. The disciples’ confusion continues as they wonder
what Jesus means by rising from the dead. The disciples
cannot possibly understand Jesus’ Transfiguration until they
also witness his passion and death. We hear the story of
Jesus’ Transfiguration early in Lent, but we have the benefit
of hindsight. In our hearing of it, we anticipate Jesus’
Resurrection, even as we prepare to remember Jesus’ passion
and death.

RULES FOR FASTING/ABSTINENCE Ash Wednesday
and Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence
for Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory
days of abstinence. For members of the Latin Catholic Church,
the norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59.
When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well
as two smaller meals that together are not equal to a full meal.
The norms concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon
members of the Latin Catholic Church from age 14 onwards. If
possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter
Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the “paschal fast” to honor
the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, and to prepare
ourselves to share more fully and to celebrate more readily his
Resurrection. More information on fast and abstinence can be
found at www.usccb.org.

REGLAS PARA EL AYUNO / ABSTINENCIA El
Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo son dias ob/igatorios de
ayuno y abstinencia para los catdlicos. Ademas, los viernes de Cuaresma son
dias obligatorios de abstinencia. Para los miembros de la Iglesia Catdlica
Latina, las normas sobre el ayuno son obligatorias desde los 18 hasta los 59
anos. Al ayunar, una persona puede comer una comida completa, asi como
dos comidas mds pequenias que juntas no equivalen a una comida completa.
Las normas relativas a la abstinencia de carne son vinculantes para los
miembros de la Iglesia Catdlica Latina desde los 14 arios en adelante. Si es
posible, el ayuno del Viernes Santo se contindia hasta la Vigilia Pascual (la
noche del Sdabado Santo) como el “aynno pascual” para honrar el sufrimiento
Y la nmerte del Seqor Jesis, y para prepararnos para compartir mds
plenamente y celebrar mads ficilmente su resurreccion. Puede encontrar mds
informacion sobre el ayuno y la abstinencia en www.uscch.org.
