Twenty Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time

The Pharisees question on marriage was not just an innocent inquiry posed by a group
of perplexed believers. Rather as they did throughout Jesus' ministry, the Pharisees were
looking for a way to trap Jesus in his own words. Although formulated as if a simple yes
or no would sulffice, their question involved complex interpretations of Hebrew law. In
addition, if he answered one way, he could be accused of disavowing John Baptist's
reproach of Herod for divorcing his wife and marrying his sister- in- law. If he agreed
with John, however, he could become a target for Herod's anger.

Jesus did not allow himself to become enmeshed in the trap. Instead, he sought to raise
the discussion to higher level and take advantage of the opportunity to speak yet again
of the Father's desire to unite us in love. By trying to trick Jesus with thorny legislative
questions, the Pharisees had missed the whole point about God's plan for human
marriage.

Jesus took his questioners back to the beginning, when God created man and woman in
his own image and likeness and established that in marriage the two would become one
flesh. Jesus revealed marriage as a wonderful gift from God that is meant to reflect the
union he longs to have with his people. Both kinds of union, between man and woman,
and between God and his people, are meant to be so intimate that they must not be
broken by anyone. What a privilege it is to be united with God and another person.

As we consider the state of marriage in the world, perhaps even our own marriage, we
may be tempted to look only at the difficulties and forget God's power and love. Let us
pray for all marriages today, that they be protected and raised up to become wonderful
signs of God's love for his people everywhere.

Vigésimo Séptimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

La pregunta de los fariseos sobre el matrimonio no fue solo una pregunta inocente
planteada por un grupo de creyentes perplejos. Al igual que lo hicieron a lo largo del
ministerio de Jesus, los fariseos buscaban una manera de atrapar a Jesus con sus
propias palabras. Aunque formulada como si un simple si o no fuera suficiente, su
pregunta involucraba interpretaciones complejas de la ley hebrea. Ademads, si respondia
de una manera, podria ser acusado de repudiar el reproche de Juan Bautista a Herodes
por divorciarse de su esposa Yy casarse con su cunada. Sin embargo, si estaba de acuerdo
con Juan, podria convertirse en un blanco de la ira de Herodes.

Jesus no se permitié enredarse en la trampa. En cambio, buscé elevar la discusion a un
nivel mas alto y aprovechar la oportunidad para hablar una vez mds del deseo del Padre
de unirnos en amor. Al tratar de enganar a Jesus con cuestiones legislativas espinosas,
los fariseos no entendieron el plan de Dios para el matrimonio humano.

Jesus llevé a sus interrogadores al principio, cuando Dios creé al hombre y la mujer a su
propia imagen y semejanza y establecié que en el matrimonio los dos serian una sola
carne. Jesus revel6 que el matrimonio es un maravilloso regalo de Dios que debe reflejar la
union que él anhela tener con su pueblo. Ambos tipos de union, entre hombre y mujer, y
entre Dios y su pueblo, estan destinados a ser tan intimos que nadie debe romperlos. Qué
privilegio es estar unido a Dios y a otra persona.

Al considerar el estado del matrimonio en el mundo, tal vez incluso nuestro propio
matrimonio, podemos sentir la tentacion de mirar solo las dificultades y olvidar el poder y
el amor de Dios. Oremos por todos los matrimonios de hoy, para que sean protegidos y
resucitados para que se conviertan en maravillosos signos del amor de Dios por su pueblo
en todas partes.
