Fifth Sunday of Lent 
The scribes and the Pharisees, looking for a chance to trap Jesus, thought they had found a 
situation that would serve their purposes perfectly. They had Jesus caught between the demands 

of Mosaic law and the law of the occupying Roman forces. If Jesus in response to their question, 
was soft and pardoned the woman caught in adultery, how could he claim to be faithful to the 

tradition of Moses? On the other hand, if he advocated stoning her to death, he would be liable to 
prosecution by the Romans, who had taken away from the Jews the right to put anyone to death. 

There was no way they could lose in this situation. 
What the Pharisees did not take into account were Jesus' deep love and compassion for humanity. 

They did not understand his claim that God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the 
world, but in order that the world might be saved through him. Jesus new that every person in 

the world had been deeply tainted by sin; that everyone, regardless the outward appearances was 
in slavery to sin and desperately needed the salvation he came to offer. 

Jesus' words to the woman caught in adultery: "Go and do not sin again", should encourage us. 
Our desire is often to avoid sin, but we sometimes feel powerless in rejecting temptation and 

overcoming sinful patterns. To know that Jesus believes us capable of overcoming sin, through 
him of course, should give us great encouragement. He knows our hearts, but he also knows his 

transforming power. 
Paul's words to the Philippians can give us hope in this regard as well: "Indeed, I count everything 

as a loss because of the surpassing worth of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. I want to know Christ 
and the power of his resurrection. I press on toward the goal of the prize of the upward call of God 

in Christ Jesus". Paul's words express a heart set in Jesus, a heart that knows Jesus intimately 
and personally. They reflect one who has had a true conversion and who desires to turn from sin 
and embrace Jesus and the life he offers. When these qualities are reflected in our hearts, we too 

will be strengthened in our attempts to overcome sin by the power of God in us.  

Quinto Domingo de Cuaresma 
Los escribas y los fariseos, buscando una oportunidad para atrapar a Jesús, pensaron que habían 
encontrado una situación que les serviría perfectamente para sus propósitos. Tenían a Jesús 
atrapado entre las demandas de la ley mosaica y la ley de las fuerzas romanas de ocupación. Si 
Jesús, en respuesta a su pregunta, fue suave y perdonó a la mujer sorprendida en adulterio, ¿cómo 
podría afirmar ser fiel a la tradición de Moisés? Por otra parte, si él propugnaba lapidarla hasta la 
muerte, estaría expuesto a ser procesado por los romanos, que habían quitado a los judíos el derecho 
de dar muerte a cualquiera. No había forma de que pudieran perder en esta situación. 
Lo que los fariseos no tomaron en cuenta fue el profundo amor y compasión de Jesús por la 
humanidad. No entendieron su afirmación de que Dios no envió a su Hijo al mundo para condenar 
al mundo, sino para que el mundo sea salvo por él. Jesús sabía que cada persona en el mundo 
había sido profundamente contaminada por el pecado; que todos, independientemente de las 
apariencias externas, estaban en esclavitud al pecado y necesitaban desesperadamente la 
salvación que él vino a ofrecer. 
Las palabras de Jesús a la mujer sorprendida en adulterio: "Vete y no peques más", deben 
animarnos. Nuestro deseo a menudo es evitar el pecado, pero a veces nos sentimos impotentes para 
rechazar la tentación y vencer los patrones pecaminosos. Saber que Jesús nos cree capaces de 
vencer el pecado, por supuesto a través de él, debe darnos un gran estímulo. Conoce nuestros 
corazones, pero también conoce su poder transformador. 
las palabras de Pablo a los filipenses pueden darnos esperanza también en este sentido: 
"Ciertamente, todo lo estimo como pérdida a causa del incomparable valor de conocer a Cristo Jesús, 
mi Señor. Quiero conocer a Cristo y el poder de su resurrección. Presiono adelante hacia la meta del 
premio del supremo llamamiento de Dios en Cristo Jesús". Las palabras de Pablo expresan un 
corazón puesto en Jesús, un corazón que conoce a Jesús íntima y personalmente. Reflejan a alguien 
que ha tenido una verdadera conversión y que desea apartarse del pecado y abrazar a Jesús y la 
vida que él ofrece. Cuando estas cualidades se reflejen en nuestros corazones, nosotros también 
seremos fortalecidos en nuestros intentos de vencer el pecado por el poder de Dios en nosotros.
