   On Easter Sunday, Pope Francis gave a last  

blessing to the City of Rome and to the world –
 Urbi et Orbi. The suffering Pope came into our 
midst and assured us that Jesus Christ has risen. 
With his wavering breath, the 266th Vicar of 
Christ blessed us and gave us hope. 

   There is a unity in every human life. Even at the 

end of life, every moment has significance. Today’s 
Gospel can be seen as a unity. There are three parts 
to the story: the miraculous catch of fish, Jesus  
asking Peter if he loves Him, and the odd prophecy 
of Peter’s death. The prophecy is odd because it 
doesn’t describe what we know from tradition 
about Peter’s death. Peter was nailed to an upside 
down cross. When you grow old, you will stretch 
out your hands, and someone else will dress you and 
lead you where you do not want to go. This  
depiction of an old man being cared for, losing his 
freedom, and becoming completely dependent on 
others as he approaches death fits Francis and  
Benedict and John Paul and so many others.   

   The miracle of the fish is a reference to the past 

and to the future. St. Peter became a new kind of 
fisherman.  The miraculous catch is the work of our 
Lord. It is done in obedience to Him. It is the  
repetition of his past life and profession. 

   Peter and each of his successors are asked, 

“Do you love me? The question is couched in terms 
of the present. The present contains the past and 
the future. When we are in the presence of Christ, 
what we have been, what we are now, and what 
we will be are one. 

   Every life comes to an end. When we follow 

Him, that death gives glory to God.
