   Today’s Gospel is taken from the Farewell Discourse 

in John’s Gospel which occurs at the Last Supper. In 

this final conversation with His disciples before His 

death, Jesus prepares the disciples and us for living as a 

Christian Church after His death. 

   Jesus promises that He will send another Advocate, 

the Holy Spirit. He has been the first Advocate during 

His earthly life, the one who has revealed the deepest 

truth about who God is and what God wants for  

human beings. He asserts that God’s desire is to 

give eternal life. 

   When Jesus announces that He will no longer be on 

earth physically, He promises that the Holy Spirit will 

be with us to continue to teach the truth about God. 

The Church safeguards sacred truth under the active 

presence of the Holy Spirit. 

   The Spirit makes God present to us when we come 

to celebrate the sacraments – especially, the Mass. Jesus 

is truly present in the bread and the wine of the  

Eucharist by giving us His body, and blood, His  

humanity and divinity. The Holy Spirit makes Jesus 

present in other ways. The Spirit guides us when we 

listen to the words of scripture. The Spirit guides us 

when we are trying to work out what the right thing is 

for us in our lives. The Spirit teaches us about God and 

about ourselves. The Holy Spirit is the love of God  

present within us. Jesus promised, and we believe.
