     It is not the hope of  the return from the  

wedding feast. That is theological hope.  
Why theological? Because we live in a  
God-centered creation where divine action has  
already laid out the plan for human salvation. 

     Theological hope is different from natural hope 

because it originates from God. It is a God-given 
way of  thinking and behaving. Theological hope 
also has a specific content. It is our expectation to 
share in the life of  God. 

     Along with Faith and Charity, Christian 

Hope is a supernatural virtue. It doesn’t have to 
do with personality or style. It is divinely infused 
and makes us members of  the Mystical Body. 
Christian Hope is seen in habits of  mind and  
action that have God as the goal of  a person’s life.
