   The meal described in today’s Gospel provides an 

intermission in Christ’s final journey to Jerusalem. 
That context should give stronger force to the foolish-
ness of  social status seekers. 

   Jesus came to serve not to be served. While  

Adam fell because he wanted to be God-like, the Son 
of  God emptied Himself  of  glory. Jesus became  
humble and obedient even to death on a cross.  
Ironically, lowliness revealed His true greatness. On 
the cross, He revealed the power and generosity of  His 
love for His heavenly Father and for all sinners. 

   The crucified Christ shows us that greatness 

lies not in honor or status, but in following Jesus along 
the way of  the cross. Like Him, we are called to give 
ourselves, and sometimes, that can be costly, painful, 
and humiliating. 

   This parable is not directed only at the Pharisees. 

We should remember the times the apostles  
bickered among themselves about who was the greatest, 
who deserved privileged positions. 

   The full meaning of  this parable comes in the 

light of  the Last Supper. During that Passover meal, 
Jesus and His apostles celebrated the salvation God 
had brought to His people in the past and Jesus  
committed Himself  to saving the world through His 
death on the cross.   

   Certainly, we should always take God seriously 

but be able to laugh at ourselves for our ridiculous  
desire for worldly importance. Avoid pretentious  
foolishness and recognize the dignity and worth of   
other people. Leave the ranking to God.
