The common theme of today’s readings is
judgment. The prophet, Amos, predicts a
miserable end for the high-living elite of his
time. They connive against the poor. They
take bits of religion from all over the place,
mixing it up, and think God will be satisfied
with their meaningless offerings.

In this reading, the judgment is practical and
realistic; it is this worldly. The spineless,
corrupt, natural leaders of Israel will be
exiled when the pagan powers move in. In this
case, the judgment takes place within an
historical context. Divine Providence uses
foreign agents as agents of punishment.

In the time of Amos, Jewish scholars
fluctuated on the issue of life after death. By
the time of Our Lord, on the other hand, most
Jews accepted that judgment also takes
place in a realm beyond this world.
 
The parable of Lazarus begins with an
obvious fact. Rich people can behave
despicably to poor people without any
noticeable divine reaction in history. Part of
Our Lord’s intent is to restate the reality of a
divine judgement as both a threat to evil-
doers and as a consolation to their victims.
 
Biblical revelation depicts a real, ethically
determined judgment for everyone at their
personal ending – at death. St. Paul’s Letter to
Timothy indicates that judgment is the same
thing as the light of Christ shining on our sins.
Sin matters. Our life is a preparation for
seeing Our Lord’s face in judgment. We should
pray for a good death.
