The description in Act 2 states 
that, after Jesus ascended into 
heaven, Jesus’ followers were 
gathered together for the Feast 
of Harvest (aka Pentecost), and 
the Holy Spirit “filled the whole 

house where they were  
sitting” (Acts 2:2). “All of them 
were filled with the Holy Spirit 

and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit  
enabled them” (Acts 2:4). This unusual event drew a 

large crowd, and Peter stood up to speak to them 
about repentance and the gospel of Christ (Acts 
2:14). By the end of the day that the Holy Spirit 

came, the Church grew by 3,000 people (Acts 2:41). 
This is why Christians still celebrate Pentecost.  

Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of  your faithful 
and kindle in them the fire of your love.  

Saint Anthony of Padua 
June 13 

 
Saint Anthony of Padua  
(1195-1231) was a Franciscan  
friar and a prominent Catholic 
saint known for his powerful 
preaching and dedication to the 
poor. He was born in Lisbon, 
Portugal, and died in Arcella, 
Italy. Canonized in 1232, he is 
celebrated as the patron saint of 
lost items, sailors, and  
travelers, and is invoked for the 

return of lost property. His feast day is observed 
on June 13. Saint Anthony is often depicted holding 
the Child Jesus, a lily, or a book, symbolizing his role 
as a teacher and miracle worker. His life and  
teachings continue to inspire many around the world.

Saint Barnabas 
June 11 

 
Saint Barnabas, originally named 
Joseph, was born on the isle of  
Cyprus and was a Jew of the tribe 
of Levi (see Acts 4:36). Nothing 
else is known about his early life. 
During Jesus’ public ministry,  
Joseph became His fervent  
follower and might have been one 
of the seventy-two disciples 
whom Jesus sent out on a mission (see Luke 
10:1–24). After Pentecost, as the Church in  
Jerusalem began to grow, the Apostles changed 
Joseph’s name to Barnabas, which means “son 
of encouragement.” His name change might 
have occurred because Barnabas supported the 
Church when he “sold a piece of property that 
he owned, then brought the money and put it at 
the feet of the apostles” (Acts 4:37). This is the 
first mention of Barnabas in the New Testament.
